INTRODUCTION

2% The United Kingdom believes that, as is the casc in many arms control agreaments,
it is necessary for all States party to a Convention to have reasonablc confidence
in the compliance of all other Statbs partics, and that the provisions of a CW
Convention would thercefore need to include adequate measures for its verification.
The United Kingdom considers that vurificatlon measures would be necessary for cach
stage of implementatlon - that is for declaration and destruction of StOCkplle and
production facilities - and thercaftor to monitor the continus d compllancb of States
to the prov131ons of the Conv ntlon dcaling with non-production of chemical weapons,
including the monltoring of Dbrmltt d uses of chemical warfars agents and dual-purposc
agents. It is also essential that the Convention has an ¢ffective complaints
procedure for the handling of any doubts which might aris< about the implementation
of the Convention.

o 11 The verification of imﬁlcmyntation must be under intﬁrnationalicontrol.
Thereafter verification of compllaan could be by a mixture of bilateral and
multilateral contacts between States partizs, with an inte rnatlonal body - a
Consultative Committee - playing a dacisive role.
