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3 Paragraph 1 of Article III is superseded and replaced by the following:
ARTICLE 11
(Designation)
1. Each Contracting Party shall have the right to

designate, by diplomatic note, an airline or airlines to operate
the agreed services on the routes specified in this Agreement

for that Contracting Party and to withdraw a designation or to
substitute another airline for one previously designated.

4. Article V of the Agreement is superseded in its entirety and the
following is substituted therefor:
ARTICLE V
(Capacity)
E The designated airlines shall enjoy fair and equal

opportunities to operate the agreed services between the
territories of the Contracting Parties.

2 The designated airline of each Contracting Party shall
take into consideration the interests of the designated airline of
the other Contracting Party so as not to affect unduly the agreed
services of the latter airline.

3. The main objective of the agreed services shall be to
provide capacity corresponding to traffic demands between the
territory of the Contracting Party which has designated the
airline and the points served on the specified routes.
