THE BUDGET
ANNUAL FINANCIAL STATEMENT OF THE

MINISTER OF FINANCE

The house resumed, fron Wednesday, April
20, consideration of the motion of Hon.
Mitchell Sharp (Minister of Finance) that Mr.
Speaker do now leave the chair for the house
to go into committee of ways and means, and
the amendment thereto of Mr. Monteith.

Mr. Fernand E. Leblanc (Laurier): Mr.

Speaker, yesterday at five o'clock you called
me to order because the house had to inter-
rupt the budget debate to proceed with con-
sideration of private members' business.

However, I saw this morning a newspaper
comment on the second part of my speech,
dealing with the Bélanger Commission, which
I was to deliver this afternoon. Obviously,
there is a misunderstanding which I hasten to
correct immediately.

Before getting on with the second half of
my speech, I must finish expounding my
philosophy concerning private enterprise in
its relations with the state.

As I was saying, when I was interrupted,
you will admit that the intervention of the
state is unavoidable at the present time, but
that it must necessarily be restricted to areas
and methods of operation where private en-
terprise is less efficient and weaker, or un-
economical.

Not so long ago government controls ap-
plied mainly to a particular class of under-
takings. After two wars and the recession of
the thirties, the difference between public
and private enterprise has lost its meaning on
several scores. Joint enterprises where busi-
nessmen and governments are partners have
come about and I think that is a gratifying
development.
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
