I believe that
the best way to proceed is to bave ail tools in hand at tbe same
moment.

LAYING 0F CHARGES FOR IMPORTATION 0F CANNABIS

of a cbarge of importation if a person brings in 20 kilos of
cannabis, tbe equivalent of 80,000 joints of marijuana, or more
into Canada.
