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country in the furnishiing of supplies and
produets for the rebuildiîîg of their devas-
tated territories. *My honourable f riend
froin De Lorimiier bas criticised the Gov-
ernîineni for ni apjiointing« an effective
comnmission. _\1v lionloura]ble frienîl. hav-
ing very great confidence in li;s ieiglbours
in the province in wbich lie lives, rather
suggested that thai province should be
the source to whicb tihe Governiiient
sbould look in constituting uts trade
missions to G7reat Britain and to, cen-
tral Europe. My bonourable 'friend
was good enough to mention tbe naine
of the gentleruan who hends that trade coin-
mission, Mr. Lloyd Harris. If the honour-
able gentleman knows any one in the pro-
vince of Quebec who is more faîniliar wjth
the trade of France than is Mr. Lloyd
Harris. I sho-uld ho very glad to have bis
naine. For a great nuinher of years, Mr.
Lloyd Harris resided in Paris, and hie bas
bîilt up a great trade -with that country,
for the Massey-.Harris Company. That
conipany bias supplied millions of dollars
worth of manufactured products to Franceé.
Thai trade wvas buili up by Mr. Harris
himself, and this Governinent, in select-
ing that gentleman for the responsibilities
of tbe office %which hoe now occupies, feli
assured that ne better selection could be
made, and I feel safe -in saying te, ibis
Chanîher to-day that the besi interests of
Canada will bie safeguarded in the bands of
Mr. Lloyd Harris.

Hon. Mr. MclSWEENEY: May I ask.
the bonourable gentlenian if the Govern-
ment have a report frein M-Nr. Lloyd Harris
as te w-bat hie bas (lone se far?

Hon. Sir JAMES LOIJGHEED: Yes; w~e
are receiving reports aIl the time.

Hou. Mr. McSWEENEY: FavourableD

Hen. Sir JAMES LOUGHEED: And ive
are net overîooking them. in the leasi.

Hon. Mr. DA-NDURAND: I understand
that the îast one %vas very discouragîng.

Hon. SIR JAMES LOUGHEED: But my
honeurable friend took, particular care in
peinting eut te this Chaînber thai the Gov-
erninient of France, noiwitlisiandin.- the
importunities wbich we were bringing- te
bear upon it for irade orders fer Canada,
insisted upen retaining the trîde theni-
selves. My henourable friend repeated twe
or three times that the Governinent of
France indicated that those orders wouîd
not be placed in other countries from
France hierself. Dees my honourable friend
think that it is the duty of the Governrnent
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of Canada to tak-e France by the throat,
aîîd say, ''Notwithstanding your absolute
refusai to place orders outsidc of France,
we insist upon vour giving orders to us?"

Hon. Mr. DANDURAND: I said there
were otiier sources thani the Goveriniieuît of
France for obtaining orders.

Hon. Sir JAMES LOUGHEED: 1 think I
may say, with ail due deference to rny hon-
ourable f riend and to, the very wide range
of knowledge wbiclh lie possesses in regard
to this particular subject, that the Govern-
mient of Canada has more reliable informa-
tion than hie has.

Now, as 1 have said, we hiave established
not only trade missions for the purpose of
securing ibis trade, and thus contributing
to th e developmnent of oui industries Mi
Canada, but we have established very su1-
stantial credits, furnislîing the nîoney our-
selves, by wbich our allies iii Europe niay
be induced to place thîcir orders iii Cani-
ada and have themi financed by this Gov-
erninent pending a completion of financial
negotiations.

Hon. Mr. MeSWEENEY: What coun-
tries?

Hon. Sir JAMES LOUGHEED: We are
woerking through the Governaient of Great
Britain with a view to, e 'stablishing- rela-
tions with France, Belgium, Ruinania.
Serbia, and tue other allied countries; and
I would point out to mny honouralîle f riend
that the Prime Minister is in France at
the prescnt tinie. and that the Minister of
Trade and Commerce and two other mcmn-
bers ef the Goverîîmient are also there, al
bent upon transactixîg the very businîess
w~hich nîy honourable friend deneunces the
t3overnnîient for înabili'ty or incapacity t-i

bring about.
We are, then, mnoving along the hines

which I have indicaied, and are hopeful
that ere long the resuli of the policy %vhich
bas been pursued by the Government -,vill
be evidenced in Canada in a very suibstani-
tiaI way. Up to the present lime very large
orders have been placed with Canada
for the supply, not only of raw materials,
but of manufactured producis for the
countries of 'Europe. The reflex of those
orders will ai an early day be seen, and
wilI give an incentive to Canadian indus-
tries ai which 1 amn satisfied rny honour-
able f riend f rom. De Lorimier will be gur-
prised. I arn unaware of any cliannel in
whjcb the Governmeni has niqt exercised
its efforts and uts enterprise for the pur-
