WHEREAS:~ the field of sociel and economic research is internestional
in scope, is of continuously increasing importance, and is depcndent
on the creation of an adequate body of statistics so prepared as to
permit of a world purview of conditions, with internstional com-
parisons ancd eo-ordination; and

WHEREAS:- the League of Nztions has in the past sponsored various
ettemptsto enlarge and improve the body of statistics as zbove de-
fined, notably by the appointment of 2n Internctional Commission on
Statistical Organization in 1920, by the holding of an internetionsal
Conference on Economic Statisties in 1928, and by the creation of
various international statistical records;

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED that the League be urged to continue its
efforts for the organization of a comprehensive body of international
statistics covering the more important sociel and economic activities
in the mocern state, - the best means to this enc being the creation
under the League of a stetisticel depertment to supervise all exist-
ing internstionel operations and srrangements of a purely statistical
neture, to be in generel charge of the activities of the Leesgue in
the stetisticzl field anc¢ to work in co-operation with the various
other brenches of the League,

It was moved by Mr. Sykes, seconded by Miss Armstrong, that the
Resolution be approved. Cerried,

Mr. Sykes as Chairmen of the Resolutions Committee said that
in addition to the foregoing Resolutions he wished to move a vote
of thenks to Mr. R.B. Inch for his servicees as Ecitor of "Inter-
dependence®™s This was seconded by Miss Kydcd and carried.

Mr. McNulty brought to the sttention of the meeting the
following Statement of Policy adopted by the Executive Committee of
the League of Netions Union of Great Britein on 27th July 1933:

THE FAR EAST AND THE LEAGUE SYSTEM.

Stetement of Policy adopted by the
Executive Committee of the League of
Netions Union 27th July, 1933,

The zction of Jecpan in relztion to China constitutesa ¢rave
nenace to the Leafue system whiech the world since the Armistice has
been strugrling to substitute for the nationel rivealries and cheos
which produced the war.

The present situztion is as follows: Jepan has overrun and
occupied four provinees whiech belony to China, covering &n arca
greater than the combined ereces of Britein, France and Germeny.
These operations have involved greet dostruction of Chinese pro-
perty and the killing and wouncing of many thousands of Chinese sub-
jJeets, the Jepanese themscelves heving 2lso suffered ecasualties. The
responsibilities are no longer in gquestion: by the unanimous de-
cision of the Assembly of the League - incluéing the vote of Great
Britain - China hes been declared the victim of aggression. This
decision docs not mean that China is blemeless in her dispute with
Japan an¢ thet the latter hed no provocetion; but that Japan did not,
28 she might have cone, seek redress through the Leaguc, ond per-
sisted, insteed, in attempting to settle & dispute to which she was
a party, by her own forcc, thus becoming her own judge in her own
cause and challenging the fundamental principle upon which any
