Manitoba, in 1882, with a oomhuh population ot 65,954, was
allowed 80 oents a head uu u pof)ulation of 150,000^
then the North-West, four years aftor, it wah declared
by the cenHUH of 18>*6, to have a p)pulation of 28,000,
must be entitled to HO oentH a head on about 80,00() people.
But take the ratio adopted attor one year, and we are
entitled to 80 contH a head on 70,000, or 35fi,000 ; for gov-
ernment, 150,000; and for wantofou'* public landw, $15,000*
Then, if Manitoba with a population ot 17,000, not having
any debt, was entitled to 6 per cent, on ^472,000, the
North-West Territories, with a cennun population of 28,000,
would be entitled to 6 per cent, on $774,000, or $38,700 ; and
as we have moro land than Mnnitoba, our gross revenue
should amount to $23:^700. Wo should aletu tmve 150,000
acres of land for a university, and money for our own
lunatic asylum, as well as Manitoba, Now, Sir, the tone
taken towards that western couniry is a tone which I

believe will liOt be often taken in this House alter hon.
gentlemen come to see what iis claiuis are ; beoaano at the
present minute we must regard that western country as

composed of Manitoba, the Nurth-West Territories and
British Columbia, all west of the great lakes; and what do
yon find? If you compare the amount that western
oountry pays in customs duties with the amouLt paid by
an old Province like Nova Scotia or New Brunswick, you
will find that it pays m«re, and the paper which was put
into my hands a few days ago by the Inland Hevenae
Department shows that we drink a great deal more beer
per head west of the great lakes, and pay a great deal more
of inland revenue than the two Provinces of Nova Scotia

and New Brunswick put together.

An hon. MEMBER. It is a bad sign.

Mr. DAVIN. It may be a bad sign, but it shows that

the people there are a very prosperous people, and can
afford to spend a good deal of money on the four articles of

beer, wine, tobacco and whiskey. I find also that the

banking business done, taking into account discounts, the

amount of capital invested, and all the details of banking,

shows well for the western country.
