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The Far-famed...
Rapids of the St, Lawrence

The most elaborate description that can be written of the wondrous beauty of 
the River St. Lawrence conveys but a poor conception of its many attractions. 
At Valleyfield passengers take steamers running the rapids. Valleyfield, (jue., is 
the first important point after crossing the boundary from the State of Vermont. 
It is situated at the foot of Lake St. Francis (a widening of the St. Lawrence) 
with a population of over 10,000 inhabitants, has large cotton mills, paper mills,

flour mills, foundries and saw mills ; in 
fact,is one of the mostflourishing manu­
facturing towns in Canada. There are 
a number of good hotels at reasonable 
rates ; the boating in the bay is magni­
ficent, whilst those who like sailing 
can enjoy themselves on Lake St. 
Francis, 36 miles long and from 5 to 8 
miles wide. Near Valleyfield is situ­
ated “Clark’s Island,” the property of 
the Canada Atlantic Company, and set 
aside for pic-nic, pleasure and camping
