NIAGARA FALLS. Ont-, May 19— 

(Special.)—“In peace lies the secret of 
the future prosperity of these two 
great English-speaking nations- 
commemoration of the past hundred 
years of peace we shpuld erect here at 
Niagara Falls a bridge that would be 
free; that will show that there are no 
obstacles in the way of friendly Inter­
course between the people of these two 
great nations." said Sir Arthur Lawley 
ofithe British Peace Centenary Com­
mission at t’he civic breakfast tendered 
the peace delegates today.

"Such bridge," continued Sir Arthur, 
"would set a good example for other 
nations- I am hopeful of seeing Eng­
land and the United States hand in 
hand; It would be in accord with the 
cause of humanity and peace. What 
we want is a monument that will last • 
forever, one that will prove to the 
world that friendly relations do exist 
and will continue to exist forever. I 
believe that the construction of a 
bridge would be the most suitable way 
of commemorating the one hundredth 
anniversary of the signing of the 
treaty ofl Ghent."

United in Sentiment.
Sir Arthur Lawley's remarks seemed 

to echo the sentiment of every one of 
the ISO men present. Without excep­
tion the ether delegates were in accord 
with his views on the matter and there 
is no doilbt that the men appointed by 
the two governments to arrange for 
the celebration of one hündrcd years of 
peace will recommend that 
bridge be erected at Niagara Falls.

John R. Stewart, father of the Idea 
of celebrating the hundredth anniver­
sary of ppace, was enthusiastic 
the proposition to have the bridge 
here.

Dr. Louis L- Seamen of the American 
committee, an extensive traveler and 
author, set forth the idea that Eng­
land and the United States should 
tabllsh a court of ’arbitration, with 
power behind it to back up its deci­
sions.

“One hundred years of peace is not 
such a great achievement," he said; 
"we should have perpetual peace and 
the only way to obtain it Is to estab­
lish a court of arbitration and abide 
by its decisions.’"

T. Kennard Thompson, consulting 
engineer,, who drafted plans for" the 
proposed bridge, said that Niagara 
Falls would be the best place for the 
bridge and expressed the opinion that 
it will be located here-

An Ideal Site.
Gutson Borglum, famous sculptor, 

has this to say: “Nature demands that 
the two shores be connected here, in a 
great permanent bridge. This matter 
Is beyond us. We should be the ones 
to say where the bridge shall be; it is 
a problem for nature to solve. And 
when I look out upon the wonderful 
fells and its beautiful surroundings, 
there is no doubt in my mind that na­
ture demands -that the bridge be locat­
ed here- Everybody concedes that this 
Is the ideal site,” he added.

President Robin Boyle; Niagara 
Falls, Ont., board of trade ; Industrial 
Agent E. T. Williams, Niagara Falls, 
N. Y. ; Mayor C. C. Cole, and several 
others spoke briefly.

The Commonwealth, thru District At­
torney Joseph C. Pelletier, today laid 
the foundation of its case against Pre­
sident Wm. M. Wood of the American 
Woollen Co., Frederick Atteaux 
Dennis J. Collins who are charged with 
conspiracy tov“plant”
Lawrence during the 
strike of last year. •

While no evidence bearing directly 
on the alleged conspiracy was present­
ed at the opening session of the trial, 
three witnesses testified to the finding 
of the dynamite in the houses occupied 
by strikers.

The proceedings moved swiftly 
der the guidance of Judge John C. 
Crosby. The jury were 
about an hour. The district attorney’s 
address occupied less thaif half an 
hour and the testimony 
of the twenty-four witnesses for 
the state was heard before adjourn­
ment.

The district attorney said that the 
evidence would indicate that the three 
defendants conspired with John J. 
Breen, ah undertaker of Lawrence, and 
Ernest R. Pitman, a builder of An­
dover, to "plant” the Dynamite for the 
purpose of prejudicing public opinion 
against the striking textile workers.

The trial will be continued tomor­
row morning.
