Strong Anti-Recipracity Arguments
of Ontario Premier and Geerge
Lynch-Staunton.

HAMILTON, Sept. 17.—(Special.)—
Overwhelming sentiment against the'
broposed reciprocity agresment in this
cliy was expressed In a very tangible
and most convincing manner last night
by an audience which packed Associa-
Yon Hall to the doors, to hear Sir
James Whitney expound the argu-
ments against the pact. No other such
enthusiastic gathering has ever been
held in this city. Within 15 minutes
after the opening of the doors every
seat in the hall had been filled, and
every inch of standing room, which the i
police would allow to be used, had been |
oceupled. For an hour thereafter, &
steady stream of humanity was turned ,
away from the doors. About 2000 citi- |
zens contented themselves with listen-
ing to speakers at the tremendous
overflow meeting which was held at
the Conservative headquarters on East
King-street, ‘and hundreds were unable |

* to gain admission there. :

While Sir James P. Whitney was, of
gourse, the stellar attraction for the
big crowd, to whom he fulfilled every |
expectation in his exposition of the fal- '
lacies of the reciprocity treaty, the big |
audlence showed great appreciation of |
the address delivered by George Lynch-
Staunton, K.C., of this city, who con- |
fined most of his regarks to refuting |
some of the statements made by the
Hon. 'W. L. Mackenzie King, minister
of labor, from the same platform on |
Friday night. Mr. King, in his speech, |
had given what he claimed to be com-
parative prices of hams, bacon, ete.,
in Canada and the States.

. Direct Misstatements,

_ “Now,” sald Mr. Lynch-Staunton,
“it might be thought that Mr. King,
belng a minister of the Canadian Gov-
ernment, would keep measurably with-
in the truth, when making statements
of this kind, but I am astonished to
find that he has not done s0.”

Mr. Lynch-Staunton then quoted
from The National Provisioner of Sept.
9, in which the United States’' prices of
the commodities mentioned by the min-
ister of labor were without exception
considerably higher that he had stated.
Mr. King had said that ham was seli-
ing in Boston for a little more than 13
cents a pound, while as a matter of
fact, the price was 16 cents. Bacon, he
said, 'was 15 cents, when the New York
price was 18 cents and it was 22 cents
in Chicago. Mr. King claimed
hogs were selling foria higher price in
the States than in Canada, while in!
yrok products the case was reversed.{
and the Canadian consumer was pay-
ing more than the American consumer.
Mr. Lynch-Staunton then quoted the
statement of Chester Fearman of Fear-
man & Co., packers, of Hamilton, ‘to
the effect that while hogs were selling
for $7.35 In the States, the price here
was $8.15. .

“So,” exclalmmed Mr. Lynch-Staunton,
“we find that instead otﬁgr. King giv-
ing us the truth in his Speedh, what he
said In this oconnection was ‘the abso-
lute, undilated untruth. The speaker
then repeated some prices which Mr.

- King had pretended to quote from The
Maijl and Empire of Aug. 26. Mr.
Lynch-Staunton had spent two hours
trying to find the quotations. They
were not in the paper of that date, or
any other date, and the prices men-
tioned by Mr, King had never been
quoted by anyone except himself on
the continent of America.

An Unjust Attack,

Mr. Lynch-Staunton declared that
the ninister of labor had made an un-
just and wlicked attack on the indus-
tries of Canada when he had stated
that a combine existed among the pork
packers in-this country. “In refutatiowm
of that charge, Mr. Fearman will, on
Monday, publish a statutory declara- |
tion that there !s no ag%reement what-
ever among the pork packers; and that
there is not one element of truth In
Mr. King's charge. 1f Mr., Fearman's
declaration is untrue, he can be prose-
cuted for perjury, but I venture to say
that Mr. King wiit not dare to meaKe
any such declaration In suppory of his
etatements in the matter.”

The audience was convulsed with
laughter when the speaker referred to
theé reciprocity agreement as being like
a monkey from Africa, ‘“TFarfetched
and full of nonsense.”” Mr. Staunton
made a distinct hit with tha audience ,
and was warmly applauded svhen he
sat down.

In view of the attention which the
previous Bpeaker had devoted to the
economic aspects «
question,’ Sir James.touched but lght-
ly upon that phasge, and treated the
subject from the viewpoint of its ef-
feet upon Canada as a nation,’and as
a part of the British Empire. He re-
cited the gloomy conditions’ which had
prevailed years ago, and described the

jadversity and travéil-out of which the

nation had been born. He traced the
progress and -prosperity of the country
under the natl policy up to the
present time, when people ¢f the Do-
minion are the happlest and the most
free, and the country the most prus-
perous in the world. He then referred
to nature’s law of compensation, where-
by no man or country can receive un-
less he or it aleo gives, and frome this
drew the conclusion that any possible
benefit which might accrue to

from the reciprocity agreement, must,
of necebsity, be balanced by some dis-
advantage. % gars U0

Sir James then read inn8merables ex-
pressions of Anterican public men and
newspapers, shoWing most cone¢lusively
the wide prevalence of annexation sent-
iment in the United States towards
Canada. President Taft had wsaid:
“Canada is at the parting of the ways.”
“Now,” asked Sir James, “what is the
meaning of this mysterious, enigmati-
cal, ceryptic, utterance?"

Taft’s Indiscretions,

Mr. Taft further said: ‘“The tie that
binds Canada to the mother country is
light and almost imperceptible. The.
forces that unite Canada to the Bri-
tish Empire” will receive an'impetus
from the rejection of this treaty. Take
It (reciprocity) now or give up forever.
Take down that wall ,and we shall sell
hé¢r (Canada) more goods than she will
sell us.

A. E. Kemp, Conservative candidate
in. East Toronto, is a man of broad
imperial sympathies.

1900, that Mr. Kemp gave an address
which was frequently interrupted by
applause, in which he assured his
frearers that Canada was heart and

The Earl of Selborne, then under-
secretary of state for the colonies, was
chaliggan, and in part Mr, Kemp said:

The Imperial Counecil,

“One of the questions which have
been discussed in the congress was
with reférence to an imperial council,
and now, when we are soon to separ-
ate and 8o to our various places in
different parts of the world, I feel al-
most sorry that there is no other body
but this one, and I hope that this im-
perial council will be organized soon,
and that year In and year out the
volces of the different parts of the
empire may be heard in London (oud
cheers), heard in order that Great Bri-
tain may be in touch with all parts,
and I believe that if Great Britain is
in touch, as she should be, with all
parts of the empire, we may avoid in
the future such a calamity as has
come about in South Africa.

Rev. J, H, Hazlewood Lays Down
Principles to Guijde Electors,

“The Christian and the ballot-box”
was the subject upon which Rev. J.
H. Hazlewood addréssed his congre-
gation last night in Central Methodist
Church.

“Great men are made by great
epochs, great issues, and the great
issues that come before the country,”
he declared. '“It has been said that
there 1s a lack of great men to-day.
It is the materialism of the present
age that is dwarfing our manhood as
it never has before. The millionaire
may be great in the financlal world,
but he is not truly a great man.”

Referring to the temperance ques-
tion, he declared: “We have here an
issue that is capable of producing true
greatness. I wish that some great
Lincoln, or some great Wilberforce
‘would arise to adequately cope with it.

“The ballot is a sacred trust, and
every man who is a true Christian
should be interested enough in his
country and its future politics to vote,
and vote as, after serlous considera-
tion, he feels he should to aid in the
prosperity of his country.”

He referred to the corrupt practices
in modern politics and charged the
people to beware, hot only of money
bribes, but of intimidation, which was
just as much a bribe.
