TRAPPED INDIANS

White Man in Atlin Plays Cruel Trick
on Four Thievish Redmen.

Prince Rupert, B.C., Jan. 27.—A re-
port from Atlin tells of an unusual
tragedy in the neighborhood of that
town. A white man, ‘seeing prohibi-
tion coming, cached a lot of liquor
away in his cabin. He soon had rea-
son to suspect that during his ab-
sence someone had been helping him-
self to the liquor. He put what was
left of the whiskey in a new hiding
place and left a few quarts of wood
alcohol in the cabin. One night he
returned to find three dead Indians in
his cabin. A fourth had barely lived
to get outside. They had consumed
the poison believing it to be a brand of
whiskey.

EAVY OPERATIONS
BY BRITISH IN AR

Eight Tons of Bombs Dropped
—Sixteen Germans
Downed.

London, Jan. 27.—An official report
from rie.d Marshal Halig, issued last
night, says:

“After a thick morning mist on the
25th had cieared, there again was
great activity in the air. The aerial
work with the artillery was continued
by our airplanes, and large railway
sidings at Courtrai, at Roulers and
other targets were bombed. Hard
fighting occurred in the air along the
line, the results being largely .in our
favor. Ten hostile airplanes were
brought down and six others driven
down out of control. One of our ma-
chines is missing.

“Last night as soon as darkness
came on the aerial activity was re-
sumed and continued until 3 o'clock
this morning, when a mist made flying
impossible. More than eight tons of
bombs were dropped, several- of our
pilots making two trips. Five large
enemy airdromes in the neighborhood !
of Ghent, and :lso billets in the neigh-
borhood of Dmai, were bombed. One
hundred and sty bombs were drop-
ped on a new hpstile airdrome west of
Tournal. All of our machines re-
turned asafely.”

Hostile Aircraft Kill Three
Women at Treviso and

Rome, Jan. 27.—There was artillery
activity yesterday along the entire
front in northeastern Italy, the Italian
war office announced today. Enemy
forces last night attempted to ap-
proach the Italian lines at Capo Sile,
near the mouth of the Pjave River,
but were promptly repulsed. Bombs
dropped by Teuton airpianes on Tre-
viso and Mestre claimed six women
victims, three being 'killed, Three

hospitals at Mestre were damaged by
the explosives. ‘The text of the state-
ment reads:

“At Capo - Sile last night enemy
parties attempted to approach our en-
tangleinents at the bnidgenead, but
tUtey were promptly repuised by a
lively fire. Our troops then counter-
atiacked and brougnt back prisoners.
Anuliery activity, extending along uvhe
whole front, was considerald.e in the
Lagarina va.ley, on the Asiago pla-
teau and on the midale Piave.

“Aerial activity was notable from
Lake Garda to the sea. British air-
men brought down two machines
within tne lines and one in flames.

“Between 7 o'clock iast nignt ana
dawn tnis morning enemy aircraft
carried out repeated radgs on tne
plain between the Brenia ang Piave
Rivers, especiady on Treviso and
Mestre where among the victitns were
three women kiiled and three women
wounded. ‘l'he greatest materia; dam-
age was done to three hospitals in
Mestre.”

London, Jan. 27.—During the debate
at Friday’s sitting of the - reichstag
main committee, after the speech of
Dr. von Kuehlmann, Deputy Fisch-
beck (Progressive) said that the de-
sire of the peoples on the eastern
front for independence should be sup-
ported, but that conditions now were
too insecure for the withdrawal of
the troops.

“It muet be known .in Austria that
we desire peace by understanding and
not by violence,” Deputy Fischbeck
declared. “A° substantial part of

FPresident Wilson's demands are in ac-,

cord with what the reichstag desires.
“An understanding on the Belgian
question is the most important, but
there is no Alsace-Lorraine question
for us, Neither can there be a ques-
tion of German territory going ¢o
Poland.” Deputy Fischbeck asserted
in concluding: “If Premier . Jloyd
George or President Wilson talks about
the right of peoplés to determine their
own destiny, we must 1re,ter to the
peoples that are the subjects of Great
Briiain, such as Ireland and Egypt.”
Dr. Gustav Stresemann (National-
Iiberal) aiso said that the Alsace-
