Such accomplishment, which had it 
not been for the influenza would have 
been complete, has been won over 
many and difficult obstacles. The war 
took away about one-fifth of the an­
thracite mine-workers. To overcome 
this the industry applied every mech­
anical and other device to increase 
production. The fearful influenza epi­
demic which swept the coal regions 
during two months cost a loss of fully 
2,000,000 tons of production.

In the eight months to Dec. 1, total 
anthracite shipments reached 52,186,- 
416 tons. If the same average output 
can be maintained until the end of 
next March the anthracite industry 
will have shipped 78,000,000 tons to 
compare with 77,752,315 tons for the 
coal year ended last March. It Is es­
timated as the basts for the allotment 
of domestic sizes, as made May 29 last, 
that there could be available a total 
of 54,345,783 tons of domestic sizes 
during the entire .coal year.

So far, the amount of domestic sizes 
shipped is about 36,400,000 tons, so 
that with the output maintained dur­
ing the balance of the period, the es­
timated supply should be available.
Every possible human effort, support­
ed by all the great equipment of the 
anthracite industry, will be put forth 
during the winter to supply the daily 
demand for coal, and it is important 
that it is now only the current require­
ments which will be pressing.
