Imparlance «* Koetenay Trade.
At the present time the 

Kootenay went to the south, and how Im­
portant was that trade, the figures would 
show. For instance, in 1897 the customs 
collections in Nelson, B.O., amounted to 
$431,038, as against $467,762 collected at 
the great seaport of Vancouver. The 
House could see what a large trade with 
the United States that made. Then there 
was Rossland, whose collections last year 
were $1*22,164, an increase of one thousand 
per cent, in two years. This was the trade 
that was building up Spokane, In Washing­
ton State, which had grown from a popu­
lation of 8000 to 35,000, all made up from 
the Kootenay trade. What we wanted were 
Spokanes in Canada.

Smelters Follow Trade.
But If tfie trade went south the smelters 

would go south. There was no force, be 
contended, In the argument that we wanted 
railway competition, because Parliament, In 
passing the Crow's Nest 
vlded for Government control of freight 
rates on all the merchandise that would be 
carried into or out of that country. Mr. 
Blair himself assured the House mat the 
grant to the C. P. R. for the Crow’s Nest 
road vested control of the rates in the Rail­
way Committee of the Privy Council, or 
did the hon. gentleman deny it? Sir Rich­
ard Cartwright said on- that subject last 
session: “ Remember, the Government of 
Canada are able to control the rates on 
everything which goes from any pa 
the Crow’s Nest Pass to any part of 
a da, and on everything which comes from 
any part of Canada to any section of the 
Crow’s Nest line.”
