A letter was read by the Post­
master-General from Mr. Button, dated 
Toronto, April 20, to (he" effect that 
the porters, messengers, box collec­
tors and mail transfer agents met and 
endorsed the bill and promised to 
come, under Its provisions. He con­
tended that he letter carrier’s pay was 
higher than the policeman's.

Pay Full Time.

as inside employes and be paid full 
time during sickness.
