Shamrock
apparently. was unable to hold so high a
wind, but she sailed rather more water,
and there was, therefore, liitle change In
thelr positions when they threw hack again
to starboard, Reliance heing first to break
tack, and Shamrock following promptly.

During the first half-hour after the start
the ,\'m'ﬁts made three tacks, and, the wind

ered. more than two mfles of the conrse.
Rellance seemed to gain steadily, and at
12.20 was apparently leading by an eighth
or a quarter of a mile.

Wind Continues to Fall,

Shamrock In all the tacks that were made
up to this point was the first to make the
move, Reliance following usually Inside of
a minute. The wind seemed to have littie
Iife, and at 12.20 was blowing not more
than five or six miles an hour. As the yachts
beat slowly to windward the ‘heavy ground
swell lifted the hows of the racers so that
their fins could he seen. The xea seemed'’
to suit Shamrock better, and she made
easier work of the long swell, . .0 Reliance
was pointing higher. The yachts were
making slow time of it, and were being
greatly retarded by the flood tide, At 1
o'clock hope that the yachts would finish
within the time limit began to disappear,
and it was again to be a race against time,
Soon after 1 o'clock Reliance went on the
starboard tack, but Captain Wringe de-
clined to follow th?s lead, and two minutes
later Reliance went back on the port tack.
The yachts were still crawling along. the
Rellance was slowly beating ount to wind-
ward. Shamrock, however, was footing
equally as fast.

At 1.50 p.m. the yachts were both hold-
ing In shore, Reliance's position to wind-
ward having been considerably Increased
by a change In the direction of the wind.
When hoth hoats-straightened out for the
board towards Long Beach it was easy to
sce what a great advantage Reliance had
established. Barr was over a mile to the
windward of the Lipton hoat.

Shamrock 13 Miles Behind,

The wind hanled a little more to the
morth and - headed off slightly, until, at
1.57, Barr shot Reliance ahout on the port
tack, followed a minute later by Shamroek.
When the vachts straigh?’sned out on the
port tack, headed for the mark, Rellanece
seemed to have a lead of about a mile and
a half,

Ax the wind stlll further softened Relf-
ance rapidiy punlled away from her adver-
eary, 80 -that when the vachts were three
and a half miles from the outer mark Re-
Haneé had a lead of abont two miles and
was in a position to make the turn with
possibly one more short hitch,

The wind continued to drop until it was
blowing not more than three or fonr miles
an hour, Under these conditions Shamrock
rolled considerably, but Reliance’'s flat,
broud body kept her on her feet and con-
stantly moving.

Within one mile of the mark Reliance
made two short hitches to fetch it. She
left the mark on the starboard, hand gvh-
ing over as she went around at 3.00.45
(nnofTicial).

As she headed straight for the finish, 15
miles away, she had just two hours and
15 minutes within which to reach the finish
line in the time limit. When Reliance
turned Shamrock was still over two miles
from that point.

Reliance Haces Agninst Time.

At 3.10 Shamrock was on the starboard
tack, heading in towards the Long Tsland
shore, and about three-foufths of a mile
from the mark. Shortly after she erosscd
the wake of the Reliance? who was home-
ward bound, tho slewly, she did not stand
in very far, and at 3.16 took the port tack,
Shamrock pointed for the mark, and, at
3.21, slowly gybed around, She Immedi-
ately set her balloen jib topsail, broke out
her spinnaker and started her long, stern
chase. Rellance was nearly three miles
away.

Agaln, as on Thursday last, the contest
was Rellance against time. At 3.30, with
only an hour and three-quarters of sailing
time, Reliance had about 11 miles to go,
and the chances of the wind Increasing
aid not look at_all favorable,

Re'lance failed to register her third vie-
torv - becanse the wind died to nothing.
