No Hallway Grants.
The premier announced that It was 

not the Intention of the government to 
grant any aid to railways this session- 
The policy announced when in opposi­
tion, that the day for granting moneys 
to railways was past, would be strfctiy 
adhered to. Mr. Whitney stood by that 
position, with the exception that he 
would not say there might arise special 
cases. He referred to the extravagance 
of former parliaments ln voting away 
Immense areas of land, and he instanced 
the vote to a railway 200 miles north 
from Lake Superior of a strip of land 
thirty-six miles wide, In addition to a 
large money vote. "If we did not put 
a stop to tills waste the people would 
come up here and disperse this legisla­
ture," observed the premier.

,Conntr Councils Bill Held Over.
The bill of Hon. Mr. Monleltb, to 

amend the Municipal Act by abolishing 
the present method of electing county 
councils, was withdrawn ln the legisla­
ture yesterday. The premier, in making 
this announcement, said he wished It 
to be distinctly understood that a bill 
would be Introduced next session doing 
away with the present County Councils 
Act, and the present provision for op­
tions as to what system of electing 
county councils shall be adopted by the 
counties. He proposed to restore the 
old system of reeves constituting the 
county councils,and something would be 
done to provide for deputy reeves for 
municipalities having a population ’of 
say over 800. The prop.osed legislation 
would abolish all county council amend­
ments. ., .....

The ex-premier could not see what ob­
jection could be taken to the option 
feature of the present law, as It gave 
elasticity and hurt nobody.

Partisan Bailiff.
Before the orders Of the day were 

called, Mr. Hlslop asked the premier to 
state the reasons why Bailiff Scott of 
Huron County was dismissed.

The premier was not able to say, but 
would look Into it. He assumed, how­
ever, that representations 'had be;n 
made to the government that the gen­
tleman had interested himself in elec­
tions.
