LABOR STATISTICS

236 Aceldents in Fébru-ry and Five
Trade Disputes.

OTTAWA, March 21.—(Special.)—
Industrial accidents occurring to 236 in-
dividual work people in Canada during
the month of February, 1909, were re-
ported to the department of labor. Of
these, 76 were fatal and 160 resulted
in . serious Injuries. The number of
fatal accidents was 10 more than in
January and 13 less than in February
of last year.

‘ In the railway service during the
Hmmth_ 22 were killed and 17 injured.
| The most serious accident was the
{killing of sevéen construction hands by
{an explosion of dynamite north of Ne-
| pigon, Ont.

There were five trade disputes in
Canada during February, affecting 295
employes, the 1oss of time being ap-
proximately 4395 working days. One
dispute was terminated thru negotia-
tions, another resulted in compromise.

Brothers’ School, of which Brother Ar-
nold, late director of the De La Salle
Iinstitute, was' director at the time, At
16 he entered the order of Christian
Brothers. He went to Montreal for his
religious training. He went into' active
work when about 21, and his early
activities were conflned to St. Anne’s
School in Montreal. . ;

After being there for about two years
he was transferred to the De La Salle
Institute and emtered into his new du-
ties here as principal.

During his inspectorate the members
of, the Toronto separate schools has
doubled. The results of his labor are
shown by the efficieney to which the
sﬁhoo!s undey his charge rave attain-
ed.

He was a man of large and varfed
knowledge and marked ability as a
teacher. A mathematician of the first
order, a skilled muslician, a clever elo-
cutionist, familiar with many Euro-
pean languages and he was also a clas-
sical scholar.

His was an amiable disposition and
he had hosts of friends in many circles
of society.

For the past few months he has been
in declining health and on Jan. 12 he
was stricken with paralysis on the
street. His death bed was surroeunded
with members of the order of Chris-
tian Brothers, and Rev. Nicholas Roche
administered the last sacrament.
