The discussion brought out the fact 
that there Is a scarcity of young men 
in the ministry. Several charge* have 
to be filled with laymen and local 
preachers with no qualifications. The 
reason was assigned by the ministers 
present to the great demand in the 
west for young men. the severity of 
the ministerial course, and the small 
remuneration In the ministry, as com­
pared to that of other professions.
