“This anxiety,” said Earl Curzon, “is
quite unselfish and sincere. I believe
that everyone of the great powers
would have abandoned the greater
part of its individual ambition if it
could be persuaded that America would
come in and bear her share .of the
burden as mandatory for the "whole
Turkish Empire.

“l won’'t say a word in eriticism,
still less in derogation, of America’s
attitude. We may feel disappointed.
but America has a traditional policy
which we ought to endeavor to under-
stand and respect. She desires to keep
free from entanglements, and she is
the best judge of her own policy.
