CANADIAN GOLD
CANNOT BE FREED

Yellow Metal Must Be Held
Until Exchange Situation
Is Changed.

The following enlightening article on
the domestic gold situation is from The
Teller issued by the Sterling Bank:

The road to sound currency is the
straight and narrow path of strict ob-
servance of contracts. As a nation, we
must make good on our pled:es.. It
would, ' of course, be comparatively
simple to announce a return to redemp-
tion in gold on demand, but under pres-
ent conditions difficulty would arise in
maintaining. such redemption, If expor-
tation of gold were free. shipmentg in
payment of our cash obligations abroa'd
would quickly deplete this country’s
stocks of the yellow metal, On the
other hand, it is questionable in how far
any effectice restraint could be main-
toined on the exportation of gold, it
gold were available within this coun-
try in exchange for Dominion notes.
Hoarding probably would have to be ex-
pected; smuggling of gold out of the
country could not well be avolded. More-
over, there would be no value in re-
storing demand redemption of our cur-
rency in gold unless the recipients were
allowed to use such gold freely in inter-
national commerce, The situation would
be serious if exportation of gold were
permitted freely and if the yellow metal
were obtainable on,demand in redemp-
tion of our paper currency. Indeed,
our entjre gold holdings would be gone
in a year's time.

In December, 1913, Canada’s visible
gold stock, i.e., holdings by the gov-
ernment and the banks, amounted to
about $142,000,000. At the end of 1919
it was higher by $50,000,000. With a
population of less than ten millions, or
about one-half of one per cent. of the
ropulation of the world, the Dominion
holds approximately 2 per cent. of the
world’s gold. Moreover, gold mining in
this country would augment our hold-”
jngs of the precious metal by $15,000,-
000 annually if the leak, resulting from
the unfavorable condition of our inter-
national cash account could be stopped.
We have our fair share of gold, probab-
ly, if we can hold it and pay our obli-
gations abroad with other goods,

The real problem is so to order our
trade relations that undue drainage of
gold will not take place and to make
sure that in'our foreign relations we do
not have aggregate cash obligations ex-
ceeding current cash receipts.

New York, Sept. 4.—(Wall Street.)—

HYDRO USERS

ROM time to time statements as to the power
shortage have been made by the Hydro Com-
mission which have received wide publicity in

the Press, and it was thought that the situation was
generally realized.
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A large number of applications, however, con-
tinue to be received by the Toronto Hydro-Electric
System, both from existing consumers for extensions
of their plants, and from others who have equipped
or wish to equip their premises for Hydro service.
Existing consumers’ demands in many instances also
show considerable increases, all of which seems to
indicate that the position is not fully understood.

The Commissioners, therefore, wish to make it
clear that the quantity of electrical energy which they
are able to obtain from the Hydro-Eithric Power
Commission of Ontario (who supply the Toronto
System and others in the province) is strictly limited,
and until moere power is available from this source,
they are unable to supply additional demands. In fact
with the allotment of power at present available, the
supply to consumers is likely to be considerably re-
stricted during the winter months, particularly so in
case of break-down or ice troubles.

The Commissioners will use every endeavorin the future
as in the past to minimize the inconvenience to consumers.
