BERLIN, Dec, 24.—8triking facts and
figures illustrating the benefits which
Germany has derived from protection
were presented to the Reichstag by
the secretary for the interior, Herr Del-
brueck, in the course of a spirited de-
fence against the attacks of free trade
radicals and social in . connection
with  the prices of meat.
