THE NIGHTRIDERS

STORAGE Sat Mat - The Sign of the Cross(Mail and Empire.)
Twenty night riders are about to be 

tried in Téhneseee, when the last chapter 
will be, written in the tragical history 
that they have been working up for a 
year. A condition bordering on civil war 
has been brought about, men hav.O , been 
shot down, and order was not restored 
until national guarda were hurried to the 
scene. ïhe conviction ,of six prominent 
men of murder in the first degree was the 
result of the «‘establishment of law and 
order. Othters against whom the evidence 
seemed to be overwhelming escaped on 
perjured testimony. A score more are 
about to face judge and jury.

An earthquake is at the bottom bf all 
the trouble, for it was a series’ of eeis- 
mic disturbances in 1811 that transformed 
what had been a Tennessee river into a 
lake, about 25 miles long and from one to 
seven miles broad. All along the hanks 
of the river had been a heavy growth of 
fine walnut and hickory trees, so that the 
bed of the lake is paved with valuable 
timber. In 1899 a man named Harris 
bought the land surrounding the lake and 
the bed of the lake, with a view of drain­
ing the water off and uncovering the tim­
ber on the bottom, and also the rich 
farming that would then he available for 
cultivation. His plan was bitterly oppos­
ed by the people in the district, many of 
whom made a living as fishermen on Reel- 
foot Lake. The farmers also objected tp 
the draining of the lake on the ground 
that it would jeopardise the titles for the 
farms, which formed part of the originel 
grants from the States of Tennessee and 
North Carolina and which were in the 
possession of Harris. The latter, how­
ever, brought suit, and for years the case 
struggled through the various courts. The 
heroes of the litigation were Capt. Quen­
tin Rankin and Col. Z. Taylor, who rep­
resented the fishermen and the farmers, 
for the Supreme Court decided that there 
should be no draining of the hike until 
Harris could prove that every foot of the 
land at the bottom of the lake and bor­
dering on the lake was his property.

Harris thereupon set to work to buy up 
the two or three claims which other own­
ers held to parts of the land in question, 
and then feeling secure he brought suit 
to prevent any fishing on the lake. Before 
the courts could decide the case the plain­
tiff died, and his son, Judge Harris, be­
came hia .heir. The judge continued the 
suit his father had begun, but he found 
that though his title to the land at the 
bottom of the lake was undoubtedly good, 
there was about one-tenth of the surround­
ing land to which he could not prove own­
er ship. To make his claim incontestible 
he induced the opposing lawyers, to enter 
his employ, and their clients to become 
shareholders with him in the West Ten­
nessee Land Company, to which corpora­
tion all the Harris lands and the missing 
one-tenth were sold. The most prominent 
of the obstreperous fishermen was also 
taken into the combination, and was giv­
en exclusive fishing rights on the lake.

The wrath of the neighborhood was bit­
ter and intense. The farmers and fisher­
men felt that they had, been betrayed by 
their lawyers, and they realized that re­
lief from the courts was not to be expeçt- 

Therefore they resolved to take the 
law into their own hands. One night in 
April, 1908, a band of masked men rode 
down to the fish dock owned by J. C. 
Burdick, controller of the fishing privil­
eges of Reelf oot Lake, and burned it to 
the water’s edge. The Night Riders, as 
they were called from that time, declared 
that the laws of Tennessee were rotten, 
and that they would make laws to suit 
themselves. It would appear that their 
original grievances were forgotten for the
