SCHEME

IS A GOOD ONE

His Suggestion that Imperial Govern-
ment Should Subsidize Steamers Be-
" tween Britain and the Colonies is
Receiving Serious Consideration of

British Cabinet.

LONDON, May 2—-The suggestion
throwh out by Sir Wilfrid Laurier, the
Canadian premier, that the Imperial gov-
ernment without violating its free trade
principles, might give the colonies a quid
pro quo for their preferential treatment
of British goods by subsidizing lines of
steamers between Kngland and the more

. important colonies, is being seriously con-
sidered by the cabinet. The object of the
suggestion is to bring about a reduction
in freight charges, thus giving an indi-

zect form of preference to the colonies.

Those ‘m close touch with the government,
however, point out that the British
government has spent millions of pou?lds
sterling in profitless railroads in Africa,
and that this is the legitimate fom} of
preference which the colonies are enuﬂe.d
to expect. The Canadian premier speci-

ally suggested imperial steamship lines be- |

tween England and Canada, and Canada
and Australasia, reducing the time from
England to Australia to twenty instead
of thirty days and in the end diverting
some of the traffic now going by way of
New York.

BODIES LEFT BY ROADSIDE
70 BE DEVOURED BY DOGS

Missiona;jes andRed
Cross Workers Tell of
Awful Conditions in
Famine Infested China.

Mail advices from Shanghai tell of many
pathetic incidents observed by committees
fengaged 'in famine relief work in central
China. Refugees and dogs were seen fight-
fng for the flour =pilt at distributing de-
pots. Smallpox is ravaging the stricken
area. In nearly every house there is small-
pox or fever, and nothing to cat but bark
of trees and potato vines. James Ware, of
the Red Cross, writing from Tsingkiang-
pu, says he saw bodies of children laid
out by the roadside to be devoured by the
semi-wild dogs of the plains, and dead men
scattered along the way. Oune corps: was
attended by a starving woman and two
children. In some places families were
seen tearing down their houses, the tim-
bers have been gold for money, to pur-
ohase food. Soldiers were waiting to take
delivery in some places on behalf of petty

snigls who bought the material

Relief works are being started by the
committees. Hundreds are being employed
filling swamps and repairing the roads, be-
ing paid from five to ten cents per day.
The modus operandi of the relief work is
described in a recent report from the re-
lief commissioners in Kiangpeh, as fol-
lows: “On our arrival here, we discovered
a’ large number of people had no money
to buy flour, and we therefore felt it nec-
essary to establish some kind of relief
work which would enable them to earn
money to buy their own food. This we did
by cmploying several hundred men to fill
in a swamp which covers the major part
of the city, with earth taken from the old
bed of the Yellow river. Finding that this
scheme worked successfully we employed a
second gang of several hundred men mak-
ing and repairing roads outside the city.
The distance in both cases from the Yel-
low river- to the place where they deposit
the earth. is about one li, and each man
receives five cash per load, this amount
being paid to bim just before the spot
where he empties his load. We estimate a
man can make an average wage of 120

cash per day, and he with his family can |

manage to get along on that; of course
many of them make more. We do not al-
low women and children to do this work,
the former are too argumentative and fond
of squabbling, and the latter are not able
to carry fair loads.”

Dear Sirs:—

The notification given us by your busi-
ness agent that commencing on May lst
the wages on all steamere at the port of
St. John would be 40c. an hour, half
holiday Saturday, double time from Satur-
day right till Monday morning, is con-
tmyy to the agreement executed with your
society on May 8, ’06, for the term of
three years. This agreement reads as fol-
lows:

St. Johmn; N. B., May 8th, 1906.

Agreement made this 8th day of May,
1906, between the representatives of “the
following steamship lines, viz:—Allan, C.
P. R., Manchester, Furness, Donaldson,
Head, Klder-Dempster and -Battle Line,
of the first part, and The Longshoremen’s
Association of St. John; N. B., and the
undersigned members, of the second part.

The parties of the second part do here-
by agree jointly and individually to fix
t-heu"mte of wages for loading and dis-
charging above mentioned lines of steam-
ships at 30c. per hour for either day or
night work, 40c. per hour for bulk grain,
for the winter, November 1st to May 1st,
and 35c. per hour all round from May 1st
to November 1let. The following condi-
tions: 10 hour day winter, 9 hour day
summer, half time for waiting when or-
dered out after 7 p. m. until such time
as discharged by the stevedore or fore-
man, double time for Sundays and Christ-
mas Day only, all work performed in the
rigging and unrigging of gear to He paid
for on the basis of the above wages. This
rate to go into effect immediately, and: to
;;g;ajn in force until the 8th day of May,

At the time of signing the agreement
we promised to do our utmost with the
managers of the Allam!nz, C. P."R., Don-
aldson line, Head ling§ and Eider-Demp-
ster line to get them to become parties
to the contract, and can produce our
correspondence to prove what we say.

As a' matter of fact, all of the lines
.mentioned, - with the exception of the
Allan line, employed your men during the
winter just concluded.

In order that we may be justified in the
eyes of the community that we have carri-
ed out our part, of the arrangemenf, we
would suggest that the question be refer-
red to arbitratiom, say the arbitration
committea of the board of trade, and
‘each side be bound over to carry out the
decision of the board. If we cannot prove
that we have carried out our agreement
and done our part in trying to influence
the other lines to Become parties to the
agreement, we will pay 40c. an hour on
the Manchester lime, Furness line and
Battle line, without gquestion, but if on

Although he had been
in the city two or three days, he said,
he had not been approached in' any way
by members of the association.

A member of the ’longshoremen’s asso-
ciation speaking of the situation said:
“We interviewed the steamship officials
las fall. We were looking for a written
agreement, and having handled their work
at thirty cents an hour we said we would
continue on at that rate for the winter if
{ they would give recognition to the union
by a written agreement.

“Last May 'William Thomson & Sons
said they would use”their influence and
do all in their powerto get us the Allan
and Donaldson boats. We waited all sum-
mer for their signature to this agreement
about which they are talking so much, and
last fall when we bad the ‘conference with
them they could not give us the Allan
boats. Therefore, according to their terms,
when they did not get us the Allan boats
the agreement was null and void.

“We went over to the C. P. R. and ask-
ed for a, written agreement from them.
They said they could not give us a written
agreement, but were perfectly willing,
from the way we handled their work in
the past, to give us their work again. We
| asked them for a written agreement to
cover the extent of time to the last win-
ter port boat. What we got was a verbal

WORK ON CITY
WATER SERVICE

The Lake Lattimer Pipe Will
Be Repaired and New Pres-
sure Applied to Second 24
Inch Main.

On  Monday, May 12, or in just ten
days, the work of repairing the concrete
water supply pipe from Lake Latimer,
To do this the supply
of Loch Lomond water will be cut off and
the pump at Silver Falls, with the old
water supply from the Little -River res-
ervoir will be used until the repairs are
completed. ;

Engineer Hunter leaves for a visit to
New York on Saturday night and will re-
turn about the middle of next week, when
the supply from Lake Latimer will be
gradually shut offeand a return to the
old service made, the pump being started
on Monday and working the same hours
as under the old service, from 7 to 9 in
the .morning, and from 11 in'the morning
to 9 at night. 5

The contractors expect that it will take
from ten days to two wecks to make the
repairs to the concrete pipe, and Engi-
neer Barbour, when he was here recent-
ly, said they would have to show that
they can do it in the two weeks.

Following this work, the second 24-inch
main, at present under the old pressure,
will have the increased pressure applied,
and the engineers are rather anxious to
see how the pipe laid down in 1857 will
stand the greater pressure. It is expect-
ed that there may be considerable trouble
with it.

Engincer Hunter said this morning that
the work on the distribution system was
going ahead wvery satisfactorily, but it is
impossible to say when the entire service
will be complete, as a great deal depends
on how the 24-inch main yet to be tested
stands the pressure.

She _left
Hampstead some time ago, and iz now
at her father’s home.

That official cognizance is to be taken
of the mysterious departure of the pastor,
is evident from a formal statement which
was issued today by Bishop Burgess, of
Long Island.. He says that immediate ac-
tion will be taken by the vestry of St.
George’s church to fill the vacancy caused
by the departure of Mr. Cooke. “The
vestry is overwhelmed by the umexpected
calamity,” said Bishop Burgess, “and is
at a loss to account for it. It is inclined
to the belief that Dr. Cooke cannot be

of sound .mind. Three years ago, with
Mrs. Cooke and a party of Sunday
school children he was in a trolley car col-
lision, and he has’been a nervous wreck
ever since, The church and its property
are in the best of condition.

FRUIT PROSPECTS
ARE RATHER GOOD

Niagara Fruit Growers Say
That Late Spring Has Not
Done Much Damage, as

Buds Are Not Far Enough

Advanced.

e

ST. CATHARINES, May 2—Much has
been séen in the press of late concerning
the fruit prospects of Niagara district,
and in some instances reports have been
given out that the backward spring had
impaired the growth and the crop would
be somewhat thin. As a matter of fact
few growers of standing have committed
themselves as yet, and it is but now
that they are beginning to inspéct the
trees. City Clerk Pay is one of the most
extensive growers, and tonight' expressed
the belief that the- fruit.prospects were
excellent, and that the crop would quite
equal if not surpass the average. Straw-
berries are not behind in his garden, but,
on the contrary, give every promise of a
good yield. The only danger to the fruit
now is a sudden and severe frost after
the buds open out, but so far they are
not on far enough to be hurt by frost.
The backward spring may be a benefit
rather than a drawback, as the delicate

fruits will be protected until all danger of

frost has passed. While the growth is
slow, owing to cold weather, the buds are
plentiful and excellently developed, and
present a very healthy appearance. De-
spite all reports derogatory to the pros-
pects, everything is in first-class order,
and scientific growers are expressing no
fears,

JOURNALIST DEAD

Arthur McEwen, Chief Editorial
Writer on New York Ameri-
can, Dies of Heart Failure in

( Bermuda.

NEW YORK, May 2—Arthur McEwen,
chief editorial writer of the New York
American and well known throughout the
west in journalistic circles, died suddenly
yesterday at IHamilton, Bermuda. Heart
failure was the cause of death, according
to a cablegram received in this city. Mr.
McEwen went to Bermuda ten days ago
on a trip for his health. The body will
be brought to New Yorlé.

McEwen was born in Scotland 56 years
ago. He went to California in the early
’70’s and thence to Virginia City, Nevada,
and joined the staff of the Virginia Chron-
icle, where he was associated with Charles
Goodwin, editor of the Salt Lake Tribune,
Mark Twain, Dennis McCarthy, Edward
Hart and half a dozen of others, who'lat-
er on became famous. McEwen later re-
turned to San Francisco, where he was
connected with the various newspapers as
editorial and special writer until two years
ago when he moved to New York.

While starting his gaeoline engine, a
few days ago, Orville Wilcox, of Two Is-
lands, Grand Manan, was seriously hurt
and died after suffering great pain.

LIQUOR LICENSES
\MAY BE WITHELD

This is the Probable Course in
Ontario Districts Where
Local 'Optlon' By-Laws Ware
Quashed.

TORONTO, May 2—It is anticipated
that in districts where local option car-
rie«\i by three-fifths majority and subse-
quently the by-law was quashed on-a pure
legal technicality, considerable difficulty
may arise in securing' licenses. It is un-
derstood to be the intention of the pro-
vincial government, having regard to its
three-fifths majority enactment, to see
that the expressed will of the people is
carried out.

While in older Ontario the law does
not give the government a veto power, it
is provided that all licenses must be
signed by the minister and pass the lieu-
tenant-governor in council.

I
am quite satisfied that the judges will
welcome some such standard or course of
action, and will be well pleased if the

TWENTY HURT IN
TRAIN ACCIDENT

- PARKERSBURG, W Va., May 1—-AX'’
passenger train on the Ohio River division
of the Baltimore & Ohio R. R., the fast
flyer between Kenova and Pittsburg, was
wrecked at ~Pleasant View this evening
while running sixty miles an hour. The
baggage car jumped the track, causing the
locomotive and five of the coaches to leave
the track, the two rear cars turning over
the embankment. Twenty persons were in-
jured, two fatally. A special relief train
was sent from here carrying six physicians.

The relief train returned here at eight
o’'clock bearing the injured. The train was
met by several ambulances and the most
seriously injured were taken to the St.
Joseph Hospital. The cause of the wreck
is assigned to the bad condition of the
track.
