In fact, the late su­
pervisor of the schools gave us credit 
for accomplishing more in one year 
along this line than all other agencies 
combined had accomplished in twenty 
years. In many cases it was not neces­
sary to make these children wards of 
the society, just a heart to heart talk 
with the parents and children bring suf­
ficient to accomplish our purpose.

We have also touched some of the 
home life and have made conditions bet­
ter for toe children there. Thirty chil­
dren have been made wards of the so­
