London, July 18—Commenting on de­
velopments in Russia where, it says, 
events are moving with great rapidity, 
the Times v contends that the Czecho­
slovaks, “who have practically seised 
all Siberia must be helped without de­
lay.”

“Paragraph five of the programme of 
my government, which establishes the 
renewal of all treaties with the Allied 
powers, is at once confirmation of the 
firm intention on our part to act In com­
plete accord with our brave allies, and 
to return to the Russian ranks those 
who are fighting with the enemy.”

lage. On Tuesday Australian units 
pushed forward northwest of Merris 
along a front of 1,200 yards to a depth 
of 260 yards and drove the enemy from 
the high ground overlooking Merris. 
Yesterday the British infantry again 
reached out and claimed another strip of 
hostile ground west of Merris. This ad­
vance reached a maximum depth of 
«bout half a mile and extended along 
a front of 2,200 yards.

The 
main change' is the appointment of 
vendors whereby the handling of liquor 
is token entirely oat of the hands of the 
druggists. The latter are not allowed 
to keep it on hand for any purpose ex- 
cept as alcohol in the manufacture of 
essences, tinctures, etc.

Provision was made for importation ^ 
by the appointment of one wholesale 
vendor. He shall import all alcoholic 
liquors, and shall sell to the retail vend­
ors under control of the prohibition com­
mission.

Amsterdam, July 18—(By the Associated Press)—

the newspaper Les Nouvelles. His death is said to have 
curred after a stormy interview with the German emperor at 
Great Headquarters.

The emperor and the field marshal are declared to have 
had serious differences of opinion concerning the German of­
fensive towards Paris. The field marshal died from conges­
tion of the brain.

Amsterdam, July 18—How the Ger­
man emperor pictures the future of Ger­
many is recorded by his favorite war 
correspondent, the “Faithful” Karl Ros- 
ener, of the Lokal Anzeiger.

One evening, after a busy day in sur­
veying operations from a chain of ob­
servation posts, the emperor, chatting 
with his entourage, spoke with glowing 
enthusiasm, says Rosener, of the time 
when the forces now let loose on de­
struction would again be placed in the 
service of peaceful pursuits. He sketch­
ed far-reaching

scientific farming. The emperor fore­
cast that all of Germany’s needs in nit­
rates would be covered by extracting 
nitrate from the air.

The emperor then described “the mar­
vellous possibilities” of the new gas mo­
tors and how purified waste waters from 
metal works would serve to fertilize the 
fields so that deserts will bloom like 
roses and make arid regions self-sup­
porting as regards food.

“With daring flights of fancy,” con­
tinues Rosener, “the emperor predicted 
the harnessing of the rays of the sen

This will all come to pass, the <m- 
peror assured his hearers, once Germany 
secures the “strong peace” for which she 
is working.

GERMANY CANNOT WIN
ON THE BATTLEFIELD j

Amsterdam, July 12—In the course 
of a debate on Wednesday in the Prus­
sian upper house, Dr. Bernhard Dem- 
berg, formée German minister of colonial 
affairs, argued that a peace was never 
concluded on the battle field alone. With­
out the co-operation of diplomacy no 
peace could be attained, he declared.

Washington, July 13—The appearance 
of U-boats in American waters and the 
possibility of their return, has made 
necesary a new order by Secretary Mc- 
Adoo, requiring all American merchant 
vessel owners to take out insurance on 
the lives of their officers and crews.

This obligatory life insurance applies 
to all vessels engaged in coastwise traf­
fic, also to vessels clearing from any 
Atlantic or Gulf port for any foreign 
port, either in South or North America, 
Africa or in the Orient. In the past, 
this requirement applied only to vessels 
trading with Europe or certain parts of 
Africa, where the U-boat danger was a 
permanent menace to shipping.

Fishing vessels alone are excepted 
from the new order. In their case a re­
duction of insurance rates is announced. 
Vessels engaged in the transportation 
of fish are not exempted from compul­
sory insurance for officers and crews.
