London, Aug. 8—The correspondent 
of the “Daily Mail" at Brussels says 
that up to 6 o’clock last night an ar­
mistice had not been granted as re­
quested by the Germans, but that the 
fighting at Liege had ceased for several 
hours before. A thousand Belgian 
wounded have arrived at Brussels. The 
German bombardment of Liege was so 
severe that it necessitated the departure 
of the population. The Germans, the 
correspondent says, retired because they 
were exhausted by the attacks, which 
they had made for two days and were 
in danger of being wiped out by the 
fire of the Belgian forts. The Belgian 
losses were great, but less than those of 
the Germans. Many Belgian officers 
were killed. One cannot exaggerate, 
the correspondent says, the heroism of 
the Belgians or the superb valor and 
skill of General Leman, governor and 
commandant of Liege.

Washington, Aug. 8—Secretary of 
War Garrison yesterday issued a state­
ment to set at rest doubts as to the 
opening of the Panama Canal on Aug­
ust 16. “There is no reason at present 
known on the Isthmus or to the secre­
tary of war,” said the secretary, “as to 
why the canal should not be opened on 
that date to vessels not needing more 
than thirty feet of water.”
