Great Yield of Potatoe

(Summerside Journal)

Peter Brodie, of York, has been coms
ducting some interesting experiments in
potato growing. This epring he planted a
plot 90 feet long and 42 feet wide, with
the drills 22 inches spart and 12 inches
apart in the rows and dug this fall from
this plot exactly 52 bushels of potatoes
by weight or at the rate of 599 bushels
per acre.
