ment officials said today that the report­
ed seizure of the American mission 
school at Koritza, Albania, by Greeks, 
would raise an Important diplomatic 
question, as yie status of American in­
stitutions in Albania has not been de­
termined under the new territorial de­
limitations growing out of the war be­
tween the Balkan allies and Turkey and 
the later conflict among the allies them­
selves.

Under a convention with Turkey, 
made when that nation ixerdsed sov­
ereignity over Albania, Americans, in 
addition to their rights under treaties 
of commerce and travel, were given ex­
tra territorial rights, which protected 
among other things, educational insti­
tutions.

No official report of the seizure of the 
school had been received today, but the 
state department Is prepared to protect i 
to the Greek government vigorously for 
the protection of Americans and their 
property in Albania, under the new po­
litical order. It was pointed out in dip­
lomatic quarters that the great Euro­
pean powers will do whatever might 
be necessary to guarantee American 
rights i.n the Balkans, as they have ever 
since the first outbreak of hostilities a 
year ago.

Friday has been supplied to the police 
by a fifteen-year old boy named Doyle. 
If true, the new evidence will probably 
lead to a court sequel to the case.

Such has been the certainty that Mc­
Carthy met his death by accidentally 
falling off the dock that Coroner Berry­
man, asked by the Times whether an 
inquest would be held, replied :

“Oh, no, we’re not going to hold an 
inquest into that.”

But the boy Doyle comes forward 
with a statement which, if true, points 
strongly to manslaughter instead of ac­
cidental death.

The boy says that he saw McCarthy 
and another man walk up towards the 
slip quarrelling violently. When they
reached the slip he saw McCarthy Uke

off his coat as though to fight the other 
man, who lashed out with his fist, 
knocking McCarthy, according to Doyle, 
over the edge of the slip into the water.

Then the other man disappeared. The 
police are investigating Doyle’s story.

McCarthy’s death would seem to need 
some explanation, as ordinarily he could 
take good care of himself in the water. 
On one occasion lie showed his ability 
as a swimmer by rescuing another 
and supoprting him in the water for 
forty-five minutes before help arrived.

When McCarthy’s body was recovered 
a bruise on the back of the head 
noticed.

The funeral of McCarthy was held at 
2.80 from O’Neil’s undertaking parlors 
to St. Peter’s church, where Rev. Father 
Groggan conducted the service.
