The millionaires expeet their recompense
in the fact that ga future Wilhelm j § Y
will mot only vi Jiesbaden for health,
but will also stay .there when he arrives
for the annual army inspection at neigh-
boring Mayence. This prospect has not
appealed to Mayence. The Grand Duke
of Hesse who rulestthere requested the
town to buy the old arsenal, and fit it up
to shelter Kaiser Wilhelm during the in-
spection. “This,” said the disinterested
grand duke, “is good business; it shows our
affection for the Kaiser; and when he is
not here I can use the palace myself.”
Disloyal Mayence refused.

Another plan  was to rebuild Schloss
Biebirch, which lies between Mayence and
Wiesbaden. Schloss Biebirch, reasoned the
projectors, will be Kaiser Wilhelm’s head-
quarters both for Mayence and Wiesbaden.
But the ..iesbaden millionaires declined
to divide Kaiser Wilhelm and persisted
that they would build an imperial palace
for Wiesbaden alone.

And now, with mystery in inch-thick
layers veiling their deep design, they have
gone ahead with the plot. But they have
radieally changed it. Their newest plan
is to raze the old Pauline Schloss, expel
the flies, rats, and fungi and build clean,
profitable beer halls on its imperial site;
while Kaiser Wilhelm’s new magic palace
is reared outside the town on the pleas-
ant Nero Hill. Wiesbaden alrcady owns
land there; and Kaiser Wilhelin will have
a palace, park and all, for $1,500,000.

The London Standard of Empire asks
and dnswers a pertinent question—How
long does”a Christmas present take
transit from England to Canada? Inform-
ation supplied by the Dominion Express
Company of Canada shows that a parcel
sent ‘at the right time to Quebec, St. John,
Halifax, Montreal or Ottawa, takes ap-
proximately eight days, to Toronto nine
days, to Winnipeg ten days, to Calgary
and Edmonton eleven days, and to Van-
couver thirteen days. The rates are very
reasonable—a 20 1b. parcel goes to Mon-

in

treal for 6s. 10d., to Toronto for 7s. 10d.,
to Winnipeg for 16s. 7d., to Calgary for
21s. 3d., and to Vam;ouver for 25s. 2d.
These parcels are conveyed on mail steam-
ers and by passenger trains of the C. P.
R. The latest steamer by which the par-
cels may be sent so0 as to arrive by Christ-
mas is the Empress of Britain, which
leaves Liverpool on December 15, but large
consignments of Christmas presents will
go forward by earlier steamers.
