Houston had enjoyed better administra-
tion than Galveston on the whole, but
found it imposeible to meet ‘its current
expengses, and claims against its current
pality were selling at about 80 cents on
the dollar. Since then, says Frederic' G.
Haskin, in a recent article, “the commis-
sioners have wiped out a floating debt of
$400,000 and have taken $1.500,000 from
the curtent revenues of the city for per-
manent municipal improvements.

Today the city is so prosperous that the
mayor states the actual value of real and
personal property is about ~$250,000,000,
yet it is assersed at only $‘Z.01N).0("0. since
the existing tax rate, on the basis of as-
sessment, affords all the revenue the city
needs for its operating expenses and the

the hundred dollars while the back debts
were being paid off and the improvements
being made.

This does mot represent all the beme-
fit accruing to Houston from government
by commission. During the same period,
the commissioners secured a reduction in
the price of gas from $1.50 for 1,000 cubie
feet to $1.15 and the cost of arc lighying
was cut «down from $80 per year per llglxt{
to $70. These reductions were accomplish-
ed without friction or litigation.

Houston’s form of commission govern-
ment differs in some respects from that
of Galveston and other cities, the most
important being the almost a.bsolutg pow-
er given to the mayor. KExcept in the
cases of the four councilmen and the,
comptroller, he can discharge any and |
every employe of the city on a moment’s |

The mayor also designates the chair-
men of the four committees that manage
thé departments into which the city’s
buginess is divided.
