Thread Spools.

Among the peculiar, industries which |

flourish in western Maine is the making
of thread spools. They are cut from
smooth, white birch timber—a W

which works easily—by various kinds
of improved machines. There are nu-
merous mills throughout the lumbering
region, where the birch is sawed into

strips about four feef long and from one |

to two inches in width and thickness.
These strips then go to the spool facto-
ries, to be converted into spools.
processes they are put through are nu-
merous, and one of them, the method of
{)olishing them, is quite interesting. A
