Two Mehods London, Aug. 7.—Australian, Kent, 

Surrey and Sussex troops, during the 
week, advanced west and north of 
Fozieres on a 3,000 yards front, captur 
ing the enemy’s main second line 
system, and several hundred priseneis.

In Verdun sec’or the French captur­
ed and hold Thiuumont wood and the 
greater part of the village of Fleury.
