London, Jan. 9.—A well informed mem­

ber of Parliament said in an interview 
last nizht

“I do not believe war with Portugal is 
desired by any large section of the Eng­
lish people. Consequently the threats 
and vaporings filling the air, are mere 
empty sounds signifying nothing.

It is unlikely that Lord Salisbury 
whose coolness and discretion have 
never been impugned, should have 
cavalierly ignored the Portuguese pre­
tensions in the manner described by the 
Lisbon correspondent of the Times.

It is certain, however, that if public 
opinion could be heard, it would be found 
unfavorable to rushing'into a war. over a 
dispute concerning a rernotç and very 
doubtful territory in the heart of Africa.*1

DEATH'S GRIP. CLEVELAND STREET SCANDAL.

Did They try to Defeat the Ends of Jus­
tice?—New Facte.

London, Jan. 6.—Solicitor Newton, bis 
clerk Taylereon and Interpreter Galla 
were arraigned to-day at the Bow street 
police court on the charge of conspiring 
to defeat the ends of justice in connec­
tion with the Cleve and street scandals. 
The first witness was one Allies, aged 20. 
He swore that, before the police came to 
take the depositions of the inmates, he 
received an unsigned missive, and in 
consequence he destroyed all letters 
from Lord Arthur Somerset, who was 
well knewn in Cleveland street. Sub­
sequently Mr Brown Taylereon called 
on A dice, and, in b* half of Newton, 
offered to send him to America, granting 
him an allowance of a pound a week. 
On cross-examination Allies admitted 
having lived at the house in CLveland 
street and receiving money for immortal 
purposes. Allies further testified that 
before going to live in Cleveland street 
he had been convicted of stealing, but 
that sentence had been stisnended. In 
this <*86 Lord Somerset has become his 
surely. He had made Somerset’s 
acquaintance thro gh working at a club 
•»f which that nobleman was a member. 
On being released by the authorities, 
he appealed to Somerset to start him 
again in life by starting him in a tobacco

Mr. Munro, the chief commissioner of 
police, has only lately discovered the 
fact that M. Brad well, the late writer on 
the world newspaper, who vanished 
from London in consequence of the fear 
of imminent disclosure of his complicity 
in the scandalous acts perpetrated in 
Cleveland street, was indicted for the 
same offence in India, and that in fact 
a warr.nt is now extant at the India 
house for his apprehension. Bradwell, 
knowing that lie stood in double danger, 
made a bolt of it, and has has so far 
defeated justice.

“As lap after lap was skated and Mc­
Cormick still kept in the same position 
at Paulsen’s back, it became evident 
what his tactics were. It was not long 
Iwfore Paulsen began to feel bad from 
the wind blowing directly in his 
face, while McCormick was getting 
none of it on account of being directly 
liehind him. He kicked vigorously 
whenever lie came tn where the judges 
and referee stood, saying that he did not 
care to act as a shield, and break all the 
wind for his opponent But he conld not 
help himself, as the Canadian was too 
tricky and kept on worrying Paulsen. The 
first mile was made in 3:48, and the first 
five in 23:18. They were not skating 
fast, hot after the fifth mile they began 
to get on more speed, and made the ten 
miles in 40.63.

“Paulsen clearly fouled in the first part 
of the race, in his vain enceavor to shake 
off his pursuer, by crossing the comer on 
the insiile of the chair instead of turninir 
on the out-ide, but the claim of foul by 
McCormick's ba'-kers was not allowed.

LORD HALISBURY BETTER.

re of an Approaching Dle*olollon 
of Parliament.

London, Jan. 6.—Lord Salisbury was 
able to attend to more busin°ss today 
than on any other day since his attack of 
influenza began. He hopes to be at the 
foreign office in a few days. Hie 
physicians, how ever, are not too sanguine.
There are rumors of an approaching dis­
solution of Parliament, which are trace i 
to recent orders sent from London to the 
provincial branches of the Conservative 
union to have candidates ready. This is 
probably only a precautionary measure 
on the part of the government should the 
Irish land bill fail to pass the House of 
Commons in the shape that government 
officials consider essential. In that case 
an appeal to the country will be made.
The budget of £5,600,000 is expected to 
pass if Goschen succeeds in putting the 
country in good humor. The Parnelhtes 
are somewhat discouraged by the re­
velations made in the Parnell-O’Shea 
divorce case, which some think to be a 
Conservative trick,2showing fear on the 
part of that party. Others contend it is 
genuine, and a destructive blow at 
Parnell’s power.
