San Francisco, June 4.—Details of the 
dreadful despotic crimes in Guatemala, 
which have caused representations to 
President Roosevelt in the hope of his 
interference, have geen disclosed here 
by the publication of the memorial to 
the president, signed by more than 200 
Guatmalan women. Of necessity it was 
smuggled out, so great is the Cabrera 
reign of terror.

Senor Ulloa de Lopez, who exhibited 
sympathy with one of Cabrera’s vic­
tims, was seized, stripped and exhibit­
ed nude in prison. The wives of Rafael 
and Felpe Prado, both well known in 
'Frisco, were reported maltreated, and 
their husbands were executed.

The government amendments to the 
present licensing system, brought down 
in the House last night, provide for 
local option on a straight majority vote 
and also provide for drastic changes 
in the present liquor law. Local option 
by-laws must be submitted by the 
council of any town, city, or rural mu­
nicipality upon a petition of 26 per cent, 
of the voters therein, and a straight 
fifty per cent, vote will close the traf­
fic as far as that district is concerned. 
The effect of the provision is some­
what minimized by the fact that the 
voters’ list to be used is not the mu­
nicipal voters’ list, but the list used 
for the election of. legislative mem­
bers. Nevertheless the change is . a 
sweeping reform of the liquor traffic, 
and local option will doubtless carry 
in many cities and towns of the west. 
A provision is made that after, a local 
option by-law is carried it cannot be 
repealed for two years, and then on 
the same vote. Two years must elapse 
between any two elections for this pur­
pose.

Restrictions to the present licensing 
system include a reduction of the hours 
of sale by an hour and a half. The 
present system is to close at 11:30 p. m. 
and the proposal of the government is 
to have closed bars after 10 p. m.

The number of licenses to be granted 
is one for a population of 300, two 
for 750, three for 1,500, and four for 2,- 
500. After that, one for each 1,500 in 
the case of hotels. Wholesale licenses 
are to be one for a thousand, two for 
twepty-five hundred, three for 
thousand, four for fifteen thousand and 
five for thirty thousand. In towns and 
cities the hotels must have 25 
for guests, and in villages and rural 
municipalities fifteen rooms will be 
sufficient.

G. T. P. Contractors Will Not 
Employ Coolies—Progress 

in Northern B. C.

Ottawa, June 4.—Negotiations for 

the settlement of the deadlock over the 
election bill are quietly proceeding be­
tween Sir Wilfrid Laurier and R. L. 
Bjorden, the opposition concluding that 
the public will not support them In re­
sisting all offers of a fair compromise, 
and the feeling of both sides of the 
House that the business of the country 
should not be further blocked. Press­
ure is being brought to bear on the 
Roblin government to revise the regu­
lations governing the courts of revision 
for the new provincial lists as just 
prepared ‘by appointees of provincial 
government. If what both sides pro­
fess to desire, viz., "fair lists in Mani­
toba,” is obtained, then an agreement 
satisfactory to all may be reached and 
the deadlock broken, allowing the rest 
of the sessional agenda to be conclud­
ed as speedily as possible. The results 
of the negotiation will be known in a 
few days.

Prince Rupert, May 3L—Several more 
sub-contracts for work on the first hun­
dred miles of the Grand Trunk Pacific 
from Prince Rupert eastward, have 
been let by J. W. Stewart, of Foley, 
Welch & Stewart, since his return from 
Copper river, where he had gone on a 
tour of inspection. Altogether thirty- 
one miles of the road have now been 
subbed. Of the new work which has 
just been let. Neil Keith of Winnipeg, 
has three miles adjoining J. E. Bos- 
trom’s five miles section on the east; 
MacDonald & MacAUister, who also 
have work at Edmonton, have the nçxt 
five miles; M. Shady of Winnipeg, 
comes in next with three miles, and 
Smith Bros, of Kenora, have the next 
three miles. Angus Stewart has three 
miles east of Telegraph Point, and Har- 
stone & Stalno have secured a three- 
mile section at Little Canyon, below 
Copper river. Mr. Stewart also let con­
tracts for clearing fourteen miles of the 
right of way on the Copper river end of 
the Kitimaat branch, to several small 
contractors.

Foss & Carlson’s station men on the 
first mile of road have made goôd prog­
ress on their work, which is extremely 
heavy. They are now shooting 16 to 
24-foot holes in the big rock bluffs, 
where a week ago eight-foot holes were 
the limit. Tramways have been built, 
and dump-cars now carry the waste 
over the grade to the dumps, which are 
ojter 200 feet long. Heavy rains, and 
continued rough weather has made the 
work more difficult. A large tarpaulin 
forty feet square, has been stretched 
across the put, and over the men at 
work drilling and cleaning up. Angus 
Stewart has six station outfits at work 
on mile six. A. L. McHugh has given 
station men a share of his work and is 
willing to give out more. Contractors 
McHugh and Bostrom now have their 
sections of the right of way cleared of 
all timber, and their men are; now en­
gaged at rock work.

Orders for over 100,060 feet of lumber, 
with which to build the new camps, 
have now been placed with the saw­
mills at Seal Harbor and Georgetown, 
and these call for Immediate delivery.

As soon as these camps have been 
completed, which will likely take from 
two to three weeks, there should be 
work for several hundred graders and 
rock-men.

One of the most noticeable conditions 
about railway construction here and 
in the different camps along the route, 
is the absence of Chinese and Japanese. 
Foley, Welch & Stewart do not employ 
Asiatic coolie labor themselves, and 
will not permit any of their contractors 
to employ Asiatics in any capacity.
