GEOiJOGY ‘OF THE OLONDYKE.
- . 3

Prof. G. F. Wright, of Oberlin College,
Gives His Views.

“Little is known about the geology of
the Yukon river,”” writes Professor
Wright, “where the Clondyke mines
have been found. Being placer l;linen,
the. gold may have 'been transported
many miles. ~ The means of transporta-
tion. are both' glaciers and rivers.. The
Clondyke region is on the north side of
the St. Elias Alps. Alaska was’ never
completely covered with' glaeial ice. The
from the summits. Dawson and Pro
sor ‘Russell both’ report” well-definéd ter-
minal moraines across the upper Yukon
valley. The wsource of the Clondyke
gold, therefore, is from the south.
“Placer mines origindte in the  disin-
tegration of gold-bearing quartz veins, or
mass like that at Juneau. TUnder sub-
-aerial agencies these become dissolved.
Then the glaciers transport the material
as far as they go, when the floods of
water carry it on still further. " Gold,
being heaviér than the other materials
associated with it, lodges in the crevasses
or in the rough places at the bottom of
the streams. So to speak, nature has
stamped and ‘“panned” the gravel first
and prepared the way for man to fihish
the work. The amount of gold found
in the placer mines is evidence not so
much, perhaps, of a very rich vein as of
the disintegration of a very.large vein.
“T'he ‘mother lode’ has been looked for
in vain in California, and perhaps will be
so in Alaska. But it exists somewlrere
up the streams on which the placer mines
are foupd. Fhe discovery of gold in gla-
cial deposits far away from .its native
-place is familiar to American geologists.
