Vic­
toria had been often charged with going 
off at half cock, and it was just as well 
on this occasion, to go carefully. Seattle 
had been built up by Klondike trade, 
and Spokane by the trade of the Koote­
nay country, just because of superior 
transportation facilities those cities had. 
The" building of the V., V. & E. ought to 
commence from both ends.

Mr. Paterson said that there was no 
doubt Mr. Hill intended running through 
to Princeton this year. Assuming Mr. 
Mara’s remarks correct, 
tage would there be in waiting for infor­
mation? The bill was now before the 
house. There was the report from Ot­
tawa that it was intended .to run the rail­
way through to the. coast in four years; 
he could not see what object the Great 
Northern would have iu getting a right- 
of-way over the New Westminster bridge 
for 25 "years if the road was going to 
cross to the American side. The Coast- 

' Kootenay would never be built. The pro­
moters of this project were in Ottawa 
seeking a charter. They had sold a 
charter to the V., V. & E., and were 
subsidy grafters.

Mr. Mara said that no man on earth 
ever believed that Hill will extend his 
line from Anarchist over Hope mountain 
to New Westminster bridge. He will 
simply extend the road to a point where 
he will divert the trade of the Boundary 
line to Everett. Mr. Hill had no interest 
in Victoria. All his interests were in 
the United States, and what he wanted 
was a charter, without which they could 
not build, and they wanted this hoard of 
trade to support it.

Mr. Paterson said that just as sure as 
the sun shines the C. P. R. will not give 
the Great Northern a monopoly in the 
Similkameen country. Jüst as soon as 
Hill commits himself, the construction 
work will start on the Spencer bridge 
road within three months, for the C. P. 
R. would not be beaten. Then there 
would be two roads instead of one.

T. Oliver urged that the board’s action 
he unanimous, and moved an amend­
ment as follows:

Whereas legislation Is now being asked 
from -the Dominion government to assist in 
the building of a line of railway from 
Kootenay to the Coast;

Be It resolved, That this board unanimous­
ly support said hill providing that binding 
guarantees be exacted that the railway Is 
built from Princeton to the British Colum­
bia coast through Canadian territory, and 
that a dally freight and passenger service 
'be given Victoria within the next four 
years.

Mr. Wilson said he would like to 
have stipulated a provision _ allowing for 
terminal railways.

Mr. Paterson thought that if the tele­
grams were doubted there should be no 
action taken. He had no objection to 
any amendment being made to the reso­
lution, but some consideration should be 
allowed for the possible effect on the bill 
before the House.

Mr. MacGregor was of the opinion that 
there were to many technicalities, Vic­
toria had its representative in Ottawa, 
and there was no doubt the interests of 
the province would he protected.

Mr. Mara believed Senator Temple- 
man was perfectly sincere, but the citi­
zens ought to profit by past experience.

Phil. Smith—If the game is worth the 
candle, would it not be possible for the 
line to be tapped anywhere on the Am­
erican side?

The resolution as amended was carried 
unanimously.

Indian at Vernon Tried, to connect Another 

With the Crime. Tyee Copper Cg., Ltdme mum The Indian accused of murdering another 
native at Vernon has been committed for 
trial. The Vernon News gives the following 
account of the preliminary hearing:

On Saturday and Monday last, Aleck 
Chewilena, alias Wild. Aleck, was given a 
preliminary hearing before S. M. Norris on 
the charge of murdering Hopkin, à siwash, 
on the night of the 13th ult. The evidence 
of Long Pierre, his wife Rosahne, and 
Aleck’s wife, Anne, confirmed the story 
previously given out, adding some unimport­
ant details. Constable Simmons gave evi­
dence as to the finding of two whiskey bot­
tles, gambling sticks and a walking stick at 
the scene of the murder, the blood stains on 
the ground and on the fence, and the marks 
of ai heavy body having been dragged to the 
lake.

The prisoner made some attempt to better 
his case by cross-examining the witnesses, 
but only succeeded in getting renewed and 
stronger accusations against himself. He 
finally made a statement in which he con­
tradicted the story of the witnesses, affirm­
ing that there had been no card playing on 
the night of the 13tn. Pierre had been 
asleep, and on being awakened by Hopkin, 
jumped up and seized the latter by the 
coat, struggling with him, and accidentally 
allowing the pistol to go off. The old man 
•then fell down, and Aleck ran away, after­
wards returning and hearing from Pierre 
that Hopkin was dead. The magistrate 
committed the accused for trial.

The search for the body has been going 
on actively during the past week, but so 
far with no results, and it is now feared 
that it may be impossible to recover it.

Bodies of Two Indians Have Been 
Found in a Well.

Tacoma, May 8.—The dead bodies of 
Joe Moxley and a young boy, Indians, 
who mysteriously disappeared1 from their 
home on the Nisqually reservation' near 
Roy last summer, and were supposed to 
have been drowned1, have been found in 
a well on the ranch owned' by Moxley 
and within a stone’s throw of the cabin 
in which he lived.

The bodies were found by Indians who 
formed a searching party.

The story was carried from the reser­
vation to a visiting priest at Roy, and, 
while details were not to be secured yes- 
terday, the story of the finding of the 
bodies was verified from Roy, where the 
story is generally known.

Moxley was a well-known character 
about the reservation, and in his capa­
city of chief of prayer and minister was 
popular among the Indians of the Nis- 
qualiy tribe. He is said: to have repri­
manded one of the men of the tribe for 
spying attention to the wife of another 
Indian, and this is said to have so anger­
ed1 the buck who was reprimanded that 
■he sought revenge in Moxley’s death. 
The story as told to the priest, and as it 
is known in Roy, is that the Indian was 
afraid to attempt the old man’s life him­
self, knowing his popularity with the 
tribe and with the neighboring white 
farmers, so he employed a Yakima In­
dian to do tlie work. An Indian from» 
the Yakima tribe was on the reservation 
at that time, but went away soon after 
the disappearance of the old man and 
the boy.

The Indian who carried the news to 
Roy stated that a number of Indians on 
the reservation had know’n about the 
murder from the time it was commit­
ted1, but it had been kept a secret among 
them until a few days ago, when two of 
them quarreled and the story was made 
public.

This 
was done so as to avoid the neçessity of 
drawing from the fund raised for the 
mainfainence of the proposed institution.

Rev. Baugh Allen pointed out that the 
sustentation fund had practically been 
raised.

westward to Princeton this year and to 
complete said line to the Coast within four 
years, that this board unanimously support 
said bill, providing that suitable connection 
be guaranteed with Victoria upon comple­
tion of the undertaking."

P. C. MacGregor moved the adoption 
of the report. It was quite in order to 
stand by any transcontinental road, for­
eign or otherwise, that would be built 
without subsidy.

T. W. Paterson, M. P. P., seconded 
the motion.

Col. Prior asked what would be the 
result of the building of such a railway? 
Would it mean a diversion of Canadian 
trade to the American side?

Mr. Paterson could not see why the 
building of the road would divert Can­
adian trade to the American side. On 
the other hand it would help out Can­
adian trade. It had been hoped for and 
prayed for for many years, and the prov­
ince would doubtless have been prepared 
to assist it, but no subsidy was asked.
The difficulty has been in the past that 
everything grown in the countries af­
fected had to be sold locally. In this 
connection he instanced hay, which the 
farmers were unable to dispose of. The 
result is that the country will not be set­
tled until good markets are obtained.
If the road is built and British Columbia 
merchants cannot handle the business 
thereafter, then there would be some­
thing wrong with the merchants. If the 
company was willing to construct a line 
without subsidy, every encouragement 
ought to be given in the way of passing 
a resolution by the hoard of trade. There 
are low grade mines in the Nicola, of 
which there are no better in the prov­
ince, and when this country is- develop­
ed by railway a great change will fol­
low# It was clear that the V., V. & E. 
will come to Victoria.

C. F. Todd thought the committee 
ought to state more definitely what Vic­
toria wants both with respect to a freight 
and passenger service. The service 
ought to be daily.

Mr. Paterson said that anything of that 
kind mentioned in the resolution could 
not be embodied in the bill before the 
House.

James Deans reported that he had lo­
cated several of the English skylarks 
imported by the society about two years 
ago, and which for nearly a year 
been unobserved. The surviving birds 
are singing happily, and evidently nest­
ing, though their number has not yet 
been ascertained.

Mr. Wallace presented for inspection 
a bloom of a rare and beautiful iris of 
very large size, grown by him.

The paper of the evening was by Capt. 
Watbran, being a continuation of his 
“Origin of the Names of Places on the 
Coast of British Columbia.” It was full 
of information, anecdote and history, and 
very interesting.

The lecturer was given a hearty vote of 
thanks.

Canon Beanlands remarked upon the 
very good effect brought about by the 
society in letting people know of the 
harm done by picking wild lilies with 
its leaves.
