Death of Hon. Richard Hutchiszen.

Hon. Richard Hutchison died at his

residence, Douglastown, on Sunday last,

after an illness of a tew months. He was

one of the mest promient, best known

and deservedly esteemed men of the prov-

ince and his was, for many years, a lead.

ing name in the best business, political
and’ socwual circles of the country. He

was a Scotchman by birth, having come

from Glasgow—where he wss born on
27th Jannary, 1812—to Miramichi, in the
yoar 1826, 1n the employ of the extensive
firm of Gilmor, Rankin & Co., in which

he soon became a partner, then the sole
manager at Miramichi and afterwards
sole proprietor. He also entered politics,
and represented the County in the House
of Assembly hefore Confederation, and
was & member -of the Smith-Anglin ad-
ministration. ~ After Confederation, on
the death of the late Hon. Juhn M. John-
son, he successfully contested the County
for the Houss of Commons and sat until
the end of the fi-st parliament, when he
retired.

Tiose who know Mr. Hutchison well
will respect his memory, as that of a just
and honorable man. While he had no
sympathy for and wasted no charity upon
those whom hebelieved to fall short of
the correct 'standard of uprightaess, he

Fishermen
say they can make big money by selling sal-
mon at a cent apiece to the canneries if they
will only buy all they caa catch. One man
caught.fourteen with a gill-hook attached to
a-hoe handle yesterday, and another man
claims to have found th:m in such numbers
in shallow watcr in th: Dangencss that he
threw them out with a pitchfork, and soon
got fi<h eaough to last his family for a month,
Oid residents say that they never saw such
quantities of salmon before.

TI{OUSAND MEN UNDER CANVASS--HOW THEY
SPEND THE TIME.

The citizen soldier who lives in the city
and performs his annual drill by practice at
a conventional armory, during ,oae or two
nights of each week throughout the summer,
is infinitely better off than his fellow from
the less thickly settled district; who> is
compelled to spead twelve days uader can-
vas and perform most arduous and irksome
duties.

The majority
of the suldiers this year are young men,
most of them under 21 years of age, and
very few, excepting the Infantry School
Corps were ever ia canp before. The
officers complain that on account of the
lateness of the seazon it was almost im-
possible for the men to leave their farms
and come to camp- Becuuse of this fact
many of the companies are not up to their
full strength.

The camp is laid out in a very pictu-esque
manuer. The tents are pitchad in regular
order among the trees, and just in froa$ of
Trout Creek, which winds_aljng the rear
of the farm, The cavalry are ia front,
with the artillery and Infaatry S:hoo! Corps
next, and the G67th and 71at battalions, All
of the companies are ia order of seviority.
The commandaut and siaff are at ths ex
treme left,thus givi g thum a complete view
of the camp and of the paride ground,
which is directly in front of both cfficers
and men. The staff mess, the hospitai tent
and canteen are to the right of the parade
ground. ‘ Directly in front of Col. Maunsell’s
tent a large flag-staflf has been erected, and
from this the Union Jack floats in the
breeze between sunrise anl dark, daily.
The iufantry perform most of their drill on
the parade gronad, but the cavalry and
arhillery, requiring more room, use a large
open field immediately in rear of the staff
tents,

When drill ends at 4 o'clock each after-
noon the men are at liberty until bedtime,
and many of them wander into the village to
visit friends or to see the train come in.

The men work hard, are poorly fed, have
very lit'le spare time and are paid, the
munificent sum of fifty cents a day. The
majority of them care little for the money,
bat they think a great deal of the glory of
the thinz, Others again enjoy the outing.

A SCOTT ACT OFFENDER RESCUED BY DISGUISED
MEN AND MAKES HIS ESCAPE.

St. SreraEN, Sept, 27.—Fcr several years
Tom Mahar has been the proprieror of a
rum shop at the Uaion, a distiict of the
town of Militown. It has beea known as
Uncle Tom's Cabin, and has been of a very
uosavory reputation. Both Mahar and one
of his sons have served a term in the county
jail for violation of tha Scott Act, but the
place has been kept open. Last May Geo.
J. Clarke, police magistrate of Milltown,
convicted Mahar of a fifth violation of the
Scott act and committed him to St. An-
drews jail for two monthe. He made good
his escape from a Milltown officer and got
to Calais, Me. IHe has frequently visited
this side, but the officers had not sgucceeded
in capturing hira until yesterday morning,
when Marshal McClure arrested bim in a
ram shop near the bridge at St. Stephen and
after dinner constables John Bailey and Geo.
Spence started \with the prisoner to drive to
St. Andrews jiil. Mahar was handcuffed
and everythin.g was quiet uatil just as they
were aproaching, Waweig bridge, eleven
miles from town, when three men suddeuly
sy rang from tome bushes at tke road side
and while one grasped the horse’s bridle the
others covered the officers with three revol-
vers and compelled them to alight. A
motion on the part of constable Spence to-
ward his hip pocket brought two revolvers
instant!y in his face and but for an order
from Maher himself he would probably have
been shot. Bailey was compelled to remove
the handcaffs from Mahar aud then the des.
peracoss and the released prisoner taking the
officers’ team and one they had concealed in
he woods, started towards town. A wheel
on their own carriage Yroke and putting the
harness in the other carriage, sothe con-
stables could not pee it, one man mounted
the hoisz and the others drove in the
carriage towards town, A Jittle up the road
all took to onme carriage. They passed
around the back of the town to Mahar's
shop at the Union, where his ‘own team was
in waiting and in which the party made
good their escape across the bo:der into
Maine, When the assanlt was made the
desparadoes had their faces blackened and
wore long rubber coats, but it is known who
hired their team at J. ©, Whitlock & Co's,
stable and in fact the whole three are pretty
well known, as they passed many people on
the rvad. To the offence of reacuiny the
prisoner is added the stealing of the cou-
stables’ horse and team and threatening to
kill. It is hoped by many that the country
will now be rid of these charactsrs for some
years. As soom as the affair was learned of

a team was sent out and the constables
brought to town. The affair has created a
great sensation, as it is years since one of
these daring border escapades occured here.
