Principle ii founded 
on human nature and therefore does not 
change, but the ways in which it is employ­
ed do and even ought to change according to 
the conditions under which they are used. 
And, more than this, there is a help that 
comes as readily to the common bench as it 
does to the well furnished room.
Holy Spirit. All the apparatus and method 
in Christendom cannot equal that help, and 
while it is certainly the duty of the teacher 
to the child to have hie loom furnished com­
fortably as possible, and, since it is the 
house of God, let me say, richly, where that 
can be afforded, yet he neglects a much 
greater duty if he does not pray earnestly 
for the “Comforter” for his own heart and 
for that of each of his class.

Now we have him before his pupils. Has 
he come there to interest them with a few 
•tories, to show a few pictures, to store 
theirjminds with biblical facts,to teach th 
signed lesson even as we might say thorough­
ly, and theriCgo home? Yes, he has come to 
do this, and a great deal more. He should 
come to lead some one to Christ, he should 
also bring bread for the spiiitnal nourish­
ment of those that are in Christ. Children 
are never too young to become Christians as 
Christ himself 
“Suffer the little 
not, for of such is the kingdom of heaven.” 
And as the old English used to say “All 
roads in England lead to London,” so has a 
primary teacher said *\*Every lesson in the 
Bible leads to Chiiet.” Again, the teacher 
should spare no pains to make his lesson 
interesting. If a branch is mentioned in 
the text, let him not think it trifling to 
bring a natnr A branch to the class; if a 
soldier let him bring a sword ; a stone, let 
him slip a piece of granite in his pocket on 
bis way to the school, that he may the 
more easily interest at least the yonng 
children by drawing attention to the 
material and thus leading up to the spiritual, 
in each as “I am the vine ye are the 
branches,’- “The sword of the Spirit,” “The 
Rock of Ages” etc., etc. And let him vary 
these lest even this mode of illustration 
should become tiresome, 
crammed with heaven, and every common 
bush afire with God. But only he who sees 
takes off his shoes, the rest sit round it and 
)luck blackberries”—“Find tongues in trees, 
looks in the running brooks, sermons in 

stones and good in everything.”
And let not the teacher become discour­

aged if some of his cl-iss seem hard to inter­
est. He mast consider both disposition 
and home training. And often even the 
quiet boy may be staring his teacher with 
a meaningless stare, his thoughts meantime 
on the last fishing excursion or base ball 
match, while the little fidget of the class 
seemingly a torment to himself and all 
around him, may be catching some seed in 
the soil of his heart that shall bear fruit in 
God’s own time. “How easy ’tie when 
Destiny proves kind with full spread sails 
to ran before the wind, bat those that ’gainst 
stiff sails careering go, must be at once 
resolved and skilful too.” It is the teacher’s 
duty to consider the environment of the 
child and to enter into fall sympathy with 
every soul under his care.
