Subsequently Mrs,
Lorenzen asserted that the theft was com-

gerted that Andrew F. Barrett and Albert
A. Hines were concerned inthe atroclous
.deed. Smith, or Ashworth, subsequently
.gave information which led to the recovery
.of the dog, and warrauts were served againt
Barrett, Hines and Darkee, charging them
with the theft, and placing a valuation of
$500 upon the aristocratic poodle.

For the last day or two this remarkable
case has been on trial in the munloipal
court, before Judge Parmenter. The evi-
dence of Clarence W. Smith was given in
the case as a witness for the prosecution,
and Mrs. Tenney-Lorenzen teld the soul-
harrowing tale of the loss of the beloved
beast, and its subsequent recovery. Lady
Pilkington herself was In court, in all the
glory of a new harness with silver bells, but
was not subpceenaed as a witness,

S. D. Patnam, a herdic driver, told of
picking up a pug dog on the evening of
Dec, 15, who was running beside his cab
and whimpering. He took the dog to his
home aud cared for her. Some days after-
sward he heard of the loss of Lady Pilking-
ten and restored her to the arms of her mis-
trees. He knew nothing of the parties
accused. Another herdic driver told of be-
ing engaged by Smith, who had a pug dog
with him, Officer Abbott of station three
gave testimony tending to convict Barrett.

The arguments of the counsel - were soul-

their cohclusion Darkee and Hines were
ordered by Judge Parmenter to be dis-
charged.

The case of Barrett was continued until
Wednesday of next week for final decision,
