WHARFAGE RATES 
TO BE INCREASED

Aldermen and Transportation

Fl

For the Purpose of Re-arranging the Present 
Schedule—Want Mere Revenue 

To Meet Expenses

A meeting will be called for some 
day early next week to consider a re­
adjustment of the schedule of harbor 
fees as applied to wlnterport freight. 
Representatives of the various trans­
portation companies will be asked to 
attend to participate In the discussion. 
It is the purpose to increase the 
wharfage tolls so that they may pro­
vide a larger revenue for the city, and 
more nearly approach the rates paid 
In Montreal and other ports.

St. John first asked the steamship 
companies to pay during the winter of \ 
1905-06, and for the portion of that year 
the receipts amounted to, roughly, 
seventeen thousand dollars. During 
the past year there has been an In­
crease, the revenue being slightly over 
twenty-one thousand, hut this would 
have been even better were it not that 
the trade fell off owing to peculiar 
weather conditions.

The schedule at present in effect, and 
which was arranged after consultation 
with its shipping companies, was orig­
inally regarded as tentative only, 
merely a start for a proper system of 
rates to be afterwards adjusted ac­
cording to the growth of traffic. It Is 
now felt that St. John, which is annu­
ally spending very large sums not 
only in the general maintenance of the 
deep water wharves but in providing 
Interest and sinking fund for the In­
debtedness incurred for construction, 
ehould receive a more adequate return. 
The revenue during the past year or 
two has not been sufficient to meet 
running expenses and should at least 
be doubled. The existing rates are for 
different classes of goods, from twenty- 
five to seventy-five per cent, lower 
than those paid at Montreal, and it Is 
felt that a marked increase might be 
made without Imposing any unfair tax 
on the transportation companies.

It is proposed to increase not only 
the wharfage charges, but also the 
storage rates paid by merchants for 
goods kept in warehouses or on the 
wharves for months. , An extra five 
cents per ton was put on coal a short 
time ago, and extra rates will also be 
made to apply to other commodities.

To the Editor- of- the “Star.”
Sir:—The Salat John Ice Company 

are making a big blow over what they 
call their victory over me. What does 
it all amount to? They made two 
charges to the Railway Commission ; 
namely, first that the New Brunswick 
Southern Railway Company was mak­
ing an unlawful discrimination in car­
rying for me ice by the carload at the 
price of five dollars per car and that 
this price was; refused to them; second, 
that there was no tariff filed with the 
Railway Commission charging a rate 
per carload.

The first charge was found against 
them, the evidence given on their part 
as to discrimination not being endors­
ed. On the second charge it was admit­
ted by the Railway Company that there 
was a technical violation of the railway 
law In neglecting to file a special tariff 
for carload lots.

You will see by examining the report 
of the Commissioner that he states 
this was not wilfully done by Mr. Wet- 
more. The Saint John Ice Company 
have evidently taken this prosecution 
to drive me out of business. Since the 
Ice business was started at Spruce Lake 
(over twenty years ago) the rate has 
always been by carload lots. Let me 
say this to the Saint John Ice Com­
pany: They cannot buy me out or 
frighten me out of business. I propose 
to continue. Everyone knows that if I 
were driven out of business the price 
of ice would go up to twice the figure 
ft is now selling for. I defy the Ice 
company to continue proceedings 
against me. I propose to fight them to 
the end. British Justice will never al­
low the law to be used to prosecute a 
business rival and create a monopoly.
