A BRAND NEW
PAVEMENT SCHEME

Asphalt Will te Laid Over Stretch of
i Wooden Blocks Which Have
Begun to Wear Out,

Another new plan for the street
pavements has been originated in the
Department of Public Works and will
be put into operation shortly.

'The latest scheme is to lay asphalt

{on top of the wooden pavement blocks

wvhich show signs of wear. It is

' thought that the roughened blocks will

give a good foundation for the asphalt
and that the asphalt will keep the
blocks from further rotting and wear.
as being less

blocks and the department expects that
the plan will give a better pavement
than we have yet had.

The experiment is to be made on
Prince Wm. street on the blocks be-
iween the street car rails which are
getting in bad condition.

MEET ON THURSCAY

Will Gonsider Terms for Transfer of Haricr
Lots and Proposition for New Industry
—Gouncil Meels Next Week.

The Harbor Board will meet at City
Hall on Thursday, when severa] mat-
ters of importance will come up.

A draft of the agreement under
which the harbor lots were to be
transferred to the Government in con-
sideration of the C. P. R. giving up the
1600 foot strip will be submitted by the
Recorder. If it meets with the approv-
al of the Board it will b2 recom-
mended to the Common Council for
adoption.

The proposal of F. C. Durant to es-
tablish a new industry here if suffici-
ent inducements are offered will be
discussed, but it is not expected that
any noticeable progress will be made
as the aldermen feel that they have
not as yet sufficient information re-
garding the proposed -enterprise to
warrant them in making an offer.

No date has as yet been fixed for the
special meeting of the Common Coun-
cil which was to have been called to
deal with the recommendation regard-
ing the site of the Champlain monu-

! ment. As it will also deal with the re-

commendation of the Harbor Board it
will not be held until after the meet-
ing of that committee and in all pro-
bability not until next week.

+FRENGH CHAMBER PASSES

CANADIAN TREATY

Almost Unanimous Vole on fthe New Gom-
mercial Agreement — Canada to
Enjoy Minimum Tariff,

PARIS, July 13—The Chamber of

| Deputies today adopted almost unani-

mously the amended Franco-Canadian
commercial treaty, with the concur-
rence of the Senate.

Under the terms of this treaty Can-
ada will receive all the minimum rates
of the French tariff, with the excep-
ticn of cattle intended for slaughter,
which will pay the general tariff. The

| treaty recently passed the Senate and
| Chamber and was then referred back

to the Tariff Commission, following a
supplementary arrangement which
gave France additional advantages.
The report of the Tariff Commission
was favorahle and the treaty as
amended came up for discusion yes-

l terday.
