-  Owing. to-limited
ground: facilities,- -however, the game
at the University ‘was discontinued in
1804,

E2r-1906-7 Mr, Chapin was 'iniduced to
give Lehigh Tlniversity the benefit of
his 7 experience, and - although very
much handicapped in correcting con-
ditions that did@ not foster - scientific
playing, he was erabled by his en-
thusiasm, discipline and strategy to
prove ‘the correctness of Jhis miethods
and developed teams that ranked with
the best,
