Burton Homes Thinks St
John People Do Not Re-
alize Great Drawing Power
of Reversing Falls.

Burton Holmes, the celebrated tra-
veller and lecturer, arrived in the
city Saturday evening, from Nova
Scotia, where he had been visiting
the “Land of Evangeline,” gathering
material for his new travelogue,
“Canadian Life and Industries.” Mr.
Holmes has travelled in every coun-
try on the globe, gathering material
for his travelogues, and has séen
practically all the celebrated beauty
spots in the world, This is his first
visit to the Maritime Provinces, and
he has been very favorably impressed
with the scenic beauty of this part
of Canada as far as he has gone.
Yesterday the party motored out as
far as Rothesay and Mr Holmes was
struck with the massive grandeur of
the rocky shores of the Kennebecasis.
They visited the reversing falls at
both high and low tide, and succeed-
ed in getting some splendid views of
this Interesting sight. One thing
which struck Mr. Holmes forcibly was
the absence of any convenient way of
approaching this natural wonder. He
sald that if they had an attraction
such as the falls in any of the Euro-
pean countries it would be advertised,
and proper walks constructed to the
best points of view, and everything
done to make it easy to visit the spot.
If the people of the Maritime Pro-
vinces took as much trouble to make
their beauty spots known, and made
the way of approach as easy as the
Buropean countries did, there was no
reason why tourists 8hould not come
and spend their holidays here as well
as going to Europe.

Mr. Holmes was impressed with
the particularly well to do appear-
ance of the people. The farmers seem:
ed to have the very best of buildings
and the farme all looked prosperous.
The apple orchards of the Annapolis
twere in full bloom, and they were cer-
tainly a magnificent sight and worth
going a long way to see. Mr. Moomaw
will stay over tomorrow to get some
further pictures of the falls, and if
the day is fine will take moving pic-
tures of the grand military presenta-
tions at Seaside Park.* Mr. Holmes
and his wife, with J. M, Gibbén, will
go to Fredericton in the morning,
spending the day there. On Tuesday
they will motor down the west bank
of the river, taking vipws of the most
striking points as they come down.
They will have their car attached to
the westbound train at Westfield
Tuesday evening, and proceed on their
westward journey. Mr. Holmes said
that judging by what he had already
seen of the beauty of the country he
would have to skip a lot of it which
would be well worth visiting in order
to get through to prepare his trave-
logue in time for his winter lecture
tour.

SPECTAGLES

No Food and ‘“‘Demented Au-
thorities’” — Berlin Papers
Attack on the Government

Readers of the recent series of ar-
ticles on this page on “The Siege of
Germany” will not need to be told
that the food crisis in that country
has reached a point at which it is in-
distinguishable from the incipient
stages of a national rebellion.

Rioting and bloodshed, the organiz-
ed wrecking and looting of provision
shops, followed by furious onslaughts
by cavalry on mobs of men and women
rendered desperate by hunger, have
been reported again and again from
a dozen German cities. One of the
most determined of these riots was
led by Herr Liebknecht, the Socialist
leader, who has been arrested for high
treason and now lies in prison threat-
ened with the death sentence. Social.
ist newspapers which have dared to
tell the truth, or even hint at it, have
been suppressed ruthlessly, but still
the truth leaks out.

Confusion of Babel.

What will the German authorities
do with the Berlin “Tageblatt?” That
sturdy: organ of commerce and Radi-
calism has long been a thorn in the
Government's side, and once more in
this crisis it raises an uncompromis-
ing voice:—

By order of the Government, our
pigs have been slaughtered in tems
of thousands and the oxen converted
into preserved meat. Now we no long-
er have any pigs or any meat reser-
ves.

Enormous stocks of potatoes have
been stacked away and hoarded so
well that they have become rotten.
Horses and cattle have been fed on
gugar until the population had to be
rat;oned at a pound per head a month.

Obcalent German subjects recou-
strricted their petroleum lamps so as
to adapt them to burn spirit instead;
now the Government has stopped the
sale of spirit.

City Pulpits.

Tm Death of Foremost Figure in Empire’s Military
of Impressive : Sermons From

Yesterday was very largely observed
as memorial day for Earl Kitchener
in the eity churches. Special sermons
were preached in a great many of
them and feeling reference was made
to the loss which the Efipire had sus-
tained in the death of /England’s
“strong man.”

First Presbyterian, West End.

It was apparent to the stranger who
attended service in the Carleton Pres
byterian church last night that a ser-
vice of more than ordinary interest
was about to be conducted for the
first glimpse of the beautiful audi-
torium revealed the pulpit and com-
munion table draped in black, while
the great flag of the Empire was seen
to be drooping, as it were, over the
heavy rail that encircled the choir.
There was an atmosphere of ex-
pectancy amingled with awe pervading
the pews a8 The Standard man took
a seat in the well filled church.

The cholr filed into their stalls and
then the minister was observed to be
quietly mwounting the pulpit steps
while the lovely new organ softly
and in subdued tones filled the room
with a reverent melody in which the
story of & nation’s pride seemed to
be strangely commingled with ite
grief and pain

“God 1s our refuge and our strength,
In straits a present aid,”
announced the preacher as the first
hymn of praise, and then a great
burst of song broke forth from the
choir, which was caught up by almost
every worshipper in the pews, and
gained ‘strength and impressivenesw|
with each succeeding verse of this
old fighting Psalm of the Presbyter-
ian people.

Then all heads were bowed in a
brief prayer of which the petition so
directly and simply uttered seemed to
voice the'uppermost thought in the
heart, and a solemn hush fell upon
the worshippers as with earnest ac-
cents and in pleading tones the
preacher continued: “Our Father
guide Thou our thoughts throughout
this solemn hour, and enable us In
meekness to learn the meaning of Thy
mysterious Providence which has now
cast Its dark shadow. over our hearts
and enable us to say ‘Thy WIill be
done.” "

Then the preacher launched into a
sermon that certainly found a sym-
pathetic hearing and which will be

remembered long by those pres-
ent. Simple in style and quiet in
delivery it surely was, but yet the

preacher succeeded well in sketching
the life of Britain’s Strongest Son of
Battle, and of pointing the lesson, the
great lesson emphasized by his life.
particularly since the war  began,
namely, that when “the Hun is at the
QGate” within the Empire every line
of division ought to be erased and
that both in church and state the sons

and daughters of the Empire ought
to stand together burying and forget-
ting all their petty differences of
other days

There was something almost pro-
phetic of the future triumph of our
arms in the well known hymn with
which the service closed.

“Bven though it be a Cross” plain-
tively sangz the choir, “that raiseth
me,” and as this thought so familiar
to all Christians was once again pro-
claimed more than one in that greal
congregation seemed to realize that in
National life, even as in the personal
experience of individuals under God's

strange alchemy and the mysteries
of His orderings of all human affairs,
nations like individuals grow mighty
by a right and sane use of their
afflictions and losses.

The Benediction was pronounced
and yet the people lingered to pray
silently in their seats until their de-
votions were gently disturbed by the
strains of the organ, softly at first,
then louder, and with greater and
still greater impressiveness making
audible the melody of an air that
geemed not only familiar but possess-
ed of a marvellous power to move
and thrill

How could this music possibly hava
falled to evoke such feelings; it was
the music born of the very soul of

Poland and vocalized by her patriot

son, Frederic Francois Chopin, and
AAAAANA AAVAA AAAAAANAANAAAN
Babel has seized on their leaders, or
whetl er the authorities have become
demented by the war,

We can only counsel our citizens to
keen their heads cool. Let them set
the example; perhaps, them. their

¢ is intolerable that youth and wo-
me. should indulge in the pastime
of wirdow smashing and systematical-
ly rillage and devastate the shops.
Such deeds only aggravate the situa-
tion.
Why it was Suspended.
With that equanimity with which we
are all able to bear the misfortunes
of others, the Leipzig “Neueste Nach-
richten” recounts in quite a cheerful
spirit the circumstances which have
led t the suspension of the “Leipzig-
er Volkszeitung,” and contrives at the
same time, under cover of righteous
reproof, to repeat the “libel” which
brought the censor down hot-foot on
its contemporary:——
The “Leipziger Volkezeitung” has
been guspended for one week for pub-
lishing an article in which the state-
ment occurs that if only he had prac-
tised food usury like so many other
well-known personages, not a hair of
Herr Liebknecht's head would have
been touched.
This of course, is only a veiled way
of saying that the food hogs are being

bringing with it the long and mel-
ancholy story of his country’s mis-
fortunes and sufferings under the
rough hand of the cruel Hun; and to
think that Kitchener had this dis-
tressed land also in his thoughts, and
that it was in his mind by the magic
and might of Britxin's strong and io-
vincible arms to transpose these
minor notes in Poland’s music into
ringing tones of national jubilation.
The service was a Kitchener service
alright, remarked .a worshipper to his
friend as together they descended the
hill from the “Kirk,” and it was like
him too, for it was quiet and orderly,
yet strong and compelling.

Congregational Church.

At the morning service in the Con-
gregational church the 140th Battalion
were present and took part in the ser-
vice. The church was decorated with
the national colors and a very large
congregation attended. The band
played the hymn “Lead Kindly Light’
while the offering was being taken,
and at the close of the service the
“Dead March” and the buglers sound-
ed “Last Post.”' H. O. Bonk of the
YMC.A., rendered the “Holy Oity.”
Capt. (Rev.) G. M. Campbell, was pres-
ent and took part in*the service, offer-
ing a most beautiful and touching
prayer.

Rev. Ralph Haughton spoke and
based his remarks on the words,
“Know ye not that there is a prince
and a great man fallen this day in
Israel.” He said these words might
with truth be applied to the British
Empire today, for “a prince and a great
man had fallen in Britain.” The Em-
pire had certainly sustained a loss in
the death of this great man. When at
the outbreak of the war he was sum-
moned to take up the duties of war
secretary, a feeling of confidence was
at once aroused in the breasts of the
British people. Hp had been a man of
achievement, but his last achievement
was the greatest of all; the raising and
preparing for war, the largest volun-
teer army the world had ever seen. He
had realized from the first that this
would be a long and bitter conflict,
and made his plans accordingly, and
the people of the Empire were begin-
ning to realize that Kitchener was
right. His death was a loss, but his
work must go on to completion, and it
would not bg completed until the mili-
tary power and ambitions of Germany
had been beaten, and the armies of
the Allies victorious and supreme. He
made a feeling reference to the death
of Bugler “Ted” Swift who was the
first from his church to make the su-
preme sacrifice,

Waterloo Street Baptist Church,

At the Waterloo street Baptist
church, the pastor, Rev, F. H. Went-
worth, preached a special germon from
the words found in Isaiah 3-25-26: “Thy
men shall fall by the sword, and thy
mighty in the war, and her gates shall
lament and mourn.”

The Empire had indeed sustained a
great loss in the death of Earl Kitch-
ener, 80 great as to be almost unbe-
Hevable. To get some realization of
the loss it would be necessary to look
at some of the characteristics of the
late war secretary. He was “a mighty
man of valor.” For sheer fearlessness
of danger or public opinion and criti-
cism he stood without an equal. He
had a keen sense of duty. He never
spared himself and he had mo mercy
for the slacker. If every man in the
British Empire had as keen a sense ot
duty as he had had, the winning of this
present war would be a far easier thing
to accomplish. He was a patriot of
the highest order. He had always
placed country before self and was
ever ready to sacrifice his personal
inclinations to thé duty of the hour.
He was a great believer in efficiency
and thoroughmess. He wanted every
man under him to stick to the job un-
til he had learned the game in all its
branches. He was a great organizer,
His name has become a hy-word for
the best in organization and the army
as it stands today is a monument to
his ability in that particular,
general of the 18th Army District
rightly points out in his recent order,
is entirely opposed to the well-known
sense of justice that animates every
one of our authorities.
