tional Conyention for a general forty-
eight hour week. Decision - was
reached by a majority vote, labor dele-
gates constituting a minority. The
labor men are now endeavoring to
have .the question re-opened in com.
mittee that they may make further
suggestions. Throughout the sit-
tings of the committee they have stood
for a maximum eight-hour day, but
have not so far succeeded in their
point, Senator Robertson, Minister
of Labor, has, it {s understood, a com-
for consideration.
Under this proposal the conference
would -still be on a forty-eight hour
week basis, but working hours on
any individual day would be limited
tc nine.

Whether the committee will so far
agree as to be able to present a
unanimous report is not evident. The
committee meets again on Monday,
and the labor requests for & re-open:
ing discussfon on the forty-eight
hour week will be considered, but it
is now regarded as practically a fors
gone conclusion that a convention on
the basis of a forty-eight hour week
would receive the necessary two-thirds
vote of the committee. And on all
hands there is agreement that the
adoption of an International Conven
tion limiting hours of labor will bring
about a change in {ndustrial relationy
ship, the scope of which i is impos-
aible to foresee. As a convention, 1t
will be the first of its kind. It wil
bring millions of workers within {ts
provisions, and will be enforcable on
all States which ratify it.

PanGerman Students
In Demonstration
Favoring “Hindy

9

Refused to Permit Him to
Enter the Reichstag Build-
ing to Testify Before Com.
Investigating War Respon-
sibilities.

Berlin, Nov. 14—(By the Associated
Press)—Pan-German students today
refused to permit Field Marshal Von
Hindenburg to enter the Reichstag
building. to testify before the sub-com.
mittee which is investigating war re.
sponsibilities, and forced the Field
Marshal's chauffeur to return with
the former commanderin-chief to his
home.

The demonstration occurred this
morning as the field marshal's automo.
bile was being driven toward the
Relchstag building, the students sur-
rounding and declaring their unwill-
ingness to allow him to be questionea
by the sub-committee,

Von Hindenburg begged the students
who clung to the running board of
the machine, to allow his automobiie
to pass as he was due at the Reicu
stag. The students, however, replied
by ordering the street closed, declar
ing that they were unwilling to allow
the sub-committee to dnterrogate him
Again Hindenburg protested, but he
‘was unable to quell the demonstra-
tion. 5

It was a Nationalist demonstration
for both Von Hindenburg and Genéra,
Ludendorff, and for a timé it assumed
serious proportions. The crowd
which gathered consisted mostly of
students of both sexes, who carnled
with them an old German flag,

Cheered Generals

When Hindenburg's automobile wus
waylald the crowd cheered both Von
Hindenburg and Laudendorff, ane
shouted “"Down with the Jewish gow
ernment.”

Atter Von Hindenburg’s protest that
be be allowed ‘v proceed were denied,
but nevertheless tha automobile “low-
ly began to plerce its way through the
crowd towards the Reichstag, thous.
ands of persons followed it, singing
“Die Wacht Am Rhein” and “Deutsca.
land Ueber Alles.” There also were
shouts of “Brothers, we will not allow
such a disgrace—for us thers is only
one Kalser and Empire,” and, “We wili
not endure that our glorious Kaiser
be besmirched.”

Along the route was a statue of the
former Emperor—the name on which
was hidden under a canvas, The stu
dent¢ tore off the canvass with cries
of “Hoch” for the one time ruler of
the Empire.

As the Relchstag bullding was reach-
ed a student again sprang on the rum
ning board of Von Hindenburg's ma-
chine and delivered an impassionea
ppeech, dealing with Von Hindenburg's
services to the fatherland and demand-
ing of the mob that it should do its ut-
most to prevent Von Hindenburg ap
pearing before the “Stupid youths” of
the sub-committee.

Finally, Von Hindenburg, seeing the
futility of endeavoring to calm tne
mob, permitted the chauffeur to drive
homeward.

Discusstion in the miners caucus
which tollowed the conference session,
hinged on the question whether the
operators representing both union
and non-union tfieldg would be included
in the conference, and the effect any
agreement reached by the conference
might have in those flelds where the
miners do not have contracts with
the operators. Although officers of
the United Mine Workers refused to "
make any statement following their
meeting, it was learned that the plan
for a nation-wide conference was fay-
ored, but before any proposal is agreed
to Secretary Wilson will be a%kéd to
make clear the conference that the
rights of organized labor are to be
protected in those districts where the
mining unions are not recognized by
the coal companies.
