After the transaction of routine busi­
ness Rev. J. de Soyres asked to be al­
lowed to withdraw his name from the 
board of church literature. Regret was ex­
pressed at Mr. de Soyres’ determination 
to withdraw, but consent to withdrawal 
was given. Rev. R. P. McKim was chosen 
to fill the Vacancy.

The report otf the correspondence com­
mittee oif the M. S. C. C. was given by 
Canon Richardson.
