Senator Heyburn, of Idaho, although in
the end he did not persist in his objec-
tion, contended that as the agreement
deals with the tariff the foreign relations
can haye no jurisdiction in the premises.
He argued that the executive department
had transcended its authority in entering
into the compact with Canada.

“The senate,”” Mr. Ieyburn said, “does
not recognize the right to make a tariff
by agreement. I know of no provision in
the copstitution of the United States
which provides that the legislation affect-
ing the revenue should originate in the
executive department.”’

Senator Bailey, of Texas, asserted that
if the (Canadian compact was a mere
agreement the president had been with-
out authority to act, whereas if it was a
treaty he had such authority. He regard-
ed it as a treaty, and was willing that it
should go to the committee on foreign re-
lations.

With victory within his grasp, his goal
in plain view, an accident, trivial in it-
self, for which no provision was possible,
robbed McCurdy of his almost won title
of congueror of the Florida straits. With
Morro Castle scarcely a dozen miles away,
his aeroplane rushing at the rate of fifty
miles an hour, at an altitude of 2,000 feet
a break in a small part of the engine, a
ruptured crank case, permitting of the
escape of all the lubricating oil, necessi-
tated MeCurdy's immediate descent. Hav-
ana was then in plain view, and Camp
Columbia, where the landing was to be
made, wag only a ghort distance beyond.

" "At the time of the descent, the aero-
plane was about equidistant from the
Paulding and Terry,the leading ships,which
were about ten miles apart. The intrepid
{aviator, when the sound of the engine told
him something was wrong, instantly shut
off the power. He deseended rapidly,
swinging steadily to the water and alight
ing as gracefully as a gull with outspread
wings. The pontoons proved abundantly
buoyant, McCurdy not even wetting his
teet.

The fall was seen by all the vessels of
the: squadron and they headed in the di-
rection of the aeroplane at topmost speed,
the Paulding and the Terry arriving al-
most at the same moment. Some diffi-
culty weas experienced in manoeuvring the
destroyers alongside the air craft, but the
aviator, sitting there apparently in con-
tentment, assured the officers that he was
perfectly safe, and that there was no ne-
cesgity for haste. The Terry’s lifeboat tool
him off and finally he was taken aboard
the Paulding, but the efforts to hoist the
machine on the launching platform failed.
Grappling ,irons were used and the aero-
plane was hauled to the decks in a badly
damaged condition.

While this work was going on the Cuban
flagship Haturi arrived from Havana,carry
ing President Gomez and a party of
friends. She ran alongside the Paulding,
and the president shouted his congratula-
tions on the pluck of the aviator and re-
gret for his ill fortune.

After an hour's delay, the squadron
started for Havana, entering the harbor a
few minutes after 1 o’clock amid the
| cheers of many thousands who continued
to throng the sea wall long after the
I news of the accident was known.

McCurdy landing from the Paulding pre-
ceeded without a change of clothing to
the drill grounds at Camp Columbia, where
he gave a magnificent exhibition of his
skill, rising to an altitude of 1,200 feef
and performing a variety of manoeuvres
that were startling to the Cubans.

The start from Key West was made at
7.32 o'clock, central time, which was 8.05
Havana time, and after making two cir-
cles, the aviator squared away on his
course, The weather conditions were ideal
a faint wind, a cloudless azure eky and
unrippled sapphire sea. Of the beauty of
the scene, McCurdy said this evening:
| “Never have I experienced so wonderfu!
i a sensation as when I rose 1,000 feet and
I took the course. Ahead of me was a won
‘drous mirage, the sea, instead of a hori-
zontal plane below, having the appearance
of ‘a huge vertical picture, on which the
iunnel tops of the destroyers appeared like
black epots. Soon I became accustomed to
this, and the sensation was glorious ae I
rushed forward at 50 miles an hour, to-
| ward this wonderful panorama, which then
'appeared to recede from me. It eeemed
no time before Morro and Havana were in
plain view. and I could almost see the
waiting crowds. Then scmething wwent
wrong with the engine. I saw all my oil
running out and there was nothing to do
| but to descend. This I accomplished with
perfect ease.

“The accident ouly increases my earnest
desire to effect the conquest of the Flor-
ida straits, and I have the fullest confi-
dence that T can do it. I do not know
when I shall be able to make another
flight but under such conditions ag pre-
vailed today, I am sure of success.”

McCurdy was exactly two hours in the
air, covering an estimated distance of
about 96 miles. Besides breaking the over

!sea record, this is the firet instance of an

aeroplane flight entirely out of sight of
land.

The disappointment was keen in Hav-
ana over the aviator’s mishap. On the
firing of the cannon at Cabanas, signalling
the start, all business was suspended. The
whole population thronged the Malecon
driveway from Punta to San Lazaro. All
the high roofs and the heights of Morre

and Cabanas were crowded.
