having been built for rowing in other
waters by & different class of oarsmen. In
St, John, therefore, there has been little
eonfidence in a victory being achieved at
Digby, whatever the betting men may have
said or thought in Digby under the influ-
ence of a temporary enthusiasm. That there
has been much money actually put up we
beg leave to doubt. In fact, we feel ronfi-
dept that on the return of the boys f om
Digby this evening it will be discovered
that scarcely any of them nave lost any-
thing by the Boat Race.

THE FISK MURDER TRIAL.

Stokes’s Counsel Proving that Cel. Fisk
Killed Stokes.
—

THE PRISONER'S STORY OF THE MURDER-=HE
SAYS HE MEANT TO SHOOT FISK, BUT DID NOT
INTEND TO KILL HIM—MISS MANSFIELD
SWEARS THAT FISK HAD THREATENED TO
SHOOT STOKES.

Yesterday, tho filteenth day of the trial
of Edward S. Stokes for the killing of Col.
James Fisk, Jr., was a day long to be re-
membered in the history of criminal law in
New York city, To say that the court room
was crowded does not express the jamming
endured by the spectators from an early
hour in the morning until late yesterday
afternoon. “Long before the doors were
opened it required a - section of police to
keep back the crowd from the entrance to
the court room. Afterward a platoon of
police was almost inadequate to the task.

MRS. LAWLOR MANSFIELD,

Among the first to enter were the notori-
ous Josephine Mansfield alias Lawlor, her
mother and Mrs. Marietta A. Williams, a
cousin of Mrs. Lawlor’s. They were the
observed of all observers. Mrs. Lawlor-
Mansfield wore a black underskirt with a
white and lavender striped tunic, with six
folds of the same material in rows. These
were fluted diagonally, aud resembled
flounces Her bodice was of white cam-
bric, tight fitting, with large bell sleeves, a
broad black silk belt surrounded her fat
waist, a handsome and rich black lace
shawl hung gracefully over her shoulders,
delicate-tinted lavender kid gloves encased
her hands, and her Paris bonnet was a per-
fect gem. Largeand massive gold earrings,
blue enamelled, were in her ears, elegant
gold bracelets adorned her wrists, and on
her neck was a gold cable chain from which
hung pendant a large gold cross set in dia-
monds. [n one hand she carried a small
embroidered - handkerchief, and in the
other a rich French fan, with gold ! :dle,
the body of it being trimmed with black
lage. Altogether, Mrs. Mansfield- Lawlor’s
appearance was elegant. It denoted labor
a1d wealth, but not refinement.

MRS. LAWLOR'S COUSIN.

Miss Marietta A. Williams, who is a
handsome blonde, sat alongside of her
cousin. She wore a souff colored silk
dress trimmed with green silk and giving
the appearance of having two flounces on
the underskirt, though in reality not hav-
ing any ; hat and gloves to match. a rich
black lace shawl, a fan somewhat like Mrs.
Lawlor-Mansfield’s the body being richly
spangled, and very handsome jewelry and
ornaments. Mrs. Mansfield Lawlor was
dressed in a heavy corded black silk dress,
wore a black lace shawl, and was a fit
chaperone to her daughter and niece.

STOKES

The priconer Stokes entered the court
room with Deputy Sheriff Shields at pre-
cisely 10.30. He wore a pair of light linen
pants with black stripes, grey coat and
vest, a black necktie with white spots and
the ends of his moustache were waxed.
He looked more killing than usual. On
looking round the room his eye caught
that of Mrs. Lawlor-Mansfield, and a nod
and sweet smile of recognition passed be-
tween them. As he seated himself, Mrs,
Mansfield-Lawlor caught Miss Williams’s
hand nervously, and exclaimed in a hur-
ried and hushed voice: ‘¢ My God, how
Ned is changed !”’

AN TMPRESSIVE SCENE.

The counsel entered in Indian file, fol-
lowed in quick succession by Mr.and Mrs.
Stokes and the two younger brothers ot the
prisoner, few minutes later, when
Judge Ingraham took his seat on the bench,
he quietly and gravely surveyed the scene.
1. was an impressive one. The drepping
of a pin‘could have been distinctly heard,
although there must have been eight hun-
dred people in the court room. The order-
ly character of the audience was due to
the precautions taken by Deputy Sheriff
Shields to insure quiet. Among the audi-
ence were the Hon. Robert C. Hutchings,
Col. Chas. 8. Spencer, Col. Hopper, Gen.
Frank Spinola, Drs. R. Ogden Doremus,
A. L. Vandewater, and Thomas H. Tripler,
the Hon. James P. Wilson, Detective
Fields, John McGowan, the Count Joan-
nes, Jno. H. Comer, Mr. Morgan, several
U. S. Navy officers, in uniform, and many
of the old employees of the Erie Railway
Company.

STOKES ON THE STAND.

At twenty minutes to eleven o’clock the
prisoner was sworn and took his seat in
the witness box. His appearance was the

language forcible, and hé# whole aim ap
parently to save Stokes at the expeise of
her own shame. She acknowledged that
while receiying the caresses and money of
Fisk she told Stokes the secrets Fisk im-
parted to her. Whileshe was giving her
evidence every one crowded nearer to ‘catch
every word which fell from her lips. The
scene then was one fit for the pencil of a
Hogarth.
AN EAVESDRUPPER’S TESTIMONY.

Mrs. Mansfield-Lawlor was followed by
her cousin, Miss Marietta A. Williams,
whose evidence was unimportant, except
developing the fact that on several occa-
sions she sat in a dark room adjoining that
occupicd by Fisk and Mansfield, at the
suggestion of the latter, to be an invisible
witness against Fisk whenever the cupidity
of the woman prompted her to try and
blackmail the man sre pretended to love
Both witnesses identified a letter said to
have been sent by €ol. Fisk to Josie Mans-
field, Dee. 15, 1871, but which the Judge
would not alldw read to the Jury, although
it was alterwards put in evidence. It was
written on & slip of paper about -four
inches long by two wide, 1n lead pencil,
and was as follows :—

Can you arrange to see me either early
or late to-night. If so name time and
place. J.

WAITING FOR THE MANSFIELD CROWD.

. As the immense audience slowly filed
from the room, Mr. Townsend motioned
the Lawlor-Mansfigld crowd to remain
seated. As long as they remained in the
room the erowd Jingered there and gazed
at them. Their stares were impertinent
and menacing, seeing which Mr. Jacob
Valentine and a posse of special deputy
sheriffs took them in charge, and escorted
them to a private room in another
portion of the building,

The crowd then left the court room and
gathered in the vestibules and on the steps
of the Court House. There were nearly
two thousand persons there who watched
every possible means of exit for hours
waiting for Mansfield. When Stokes and
his escort entered their carriage to be driv-
en to the Tombs the crowd paid little heed,
s0 anxious were they to pay their respects
to Mansfield.
