The Laboring Classes in New York.

A New York letter says: A careful rca
view of the prospects of the laboring
classes in this city for the coming winter
months affords anything but an encour
aging outlook. In the inquiries which
have been made by the World, an inves-
tigation has been entered upon in all
branches of labor, from the highest skill
ed labar, hordering closely upon the arts
and protessions, down to the simplest
forin of manual labor. In the manafac-
turing establishmménts few have been
found which are einploying the number
of hands or turning out the product
which they did a year ago. In most
cases this reduction amounts to from
one-haf to one-third of the pay-roll
and the products of the establishmenc.
Inthe trades, where theé same inquiry has
been prosecuted, the number of the men
out of employment amounts to a fourth
of the entire number, and in many trades
to an even larger fraction. The intel-
ligence offices report an increase in the
applications for work, which show a
corresponding want of employment in
all branches of domestic service. About
one-third of the day-laborers in the city
are also out of employment. It may be
seriously questioned if in this case the
number does not amount to one-half. The
answers given by nearly all contractors
indicate that this is the case. :

must elupse before work must siop at the
approach of winter. During the last
winter the number of those out of em-
ployment and dependent on some one of
the numerous benevolent organizations
of the citg.was shown to be about
eighty thousand persons in all, and
the prospect is that this number
will be largely increased during the
coming months. In ordinary years
these closing weeks are the busiest
of the year, and contractors are driving
their work forward with increascd forces.
The condition of affairs now shows a
state of utter stagnation, which can end
in destitution and want as never before
known on this island. It was easy last
year to explain the eondition of affairs.
now employers assiga no reasons, and in.
utter bewilderment, in answer to ‘the
questions by which these facts have been
elicited, could only declare that they were
in utter ignorance of any reason. Lest
it should be thought that New York is
exceptional in the large number of its
laborers, it should be said that New York
has proportionately a smal ¢ share of
day-laborers in its population than any
other city in the United States.

The Way They Reform.

Our readers will remember the bluster
Mr. Mackenzie made at St, Catherines
during the 1872 election contest, because
the Collector of Customs at the Port of
Queenstown received a salary of $390,
while the duty collected at his office
amounted to only $17. Since the Grits
came into power at Qttawa, instead of
reforming this abuse, as they called it,
they superannuated the Collector on a
pension of $240 a year, and have, we un-
derstand, actually appointed a ncw one
at a salary of $600 a year.

Referring ta this matter, the Chatham,
Planet says that there is a similar case in
Kent. Many years ago a Collector was
appointed for the port of Rond Eau. His
salary was 500. The member for Kent,
Mr. McKellar, and his political friends
came into powerin 1862, and shartly after
the Collector was removed to Wallace-
burg. and a little later still to Baby's
Poiut, the reason alleged for his yemoval
being that inasmnuch as only about 830
was collected as customs at Rond Eau,
there was no necessity for a collector at
all.
