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17. Every candidate fora degree will be required to prepare 
and deposit with the Registrar at least once a month before the 
final examination for graduation a dissertation not less than forty 
folios in length, on some legal topic selected by himself. The 
dissertation must be satisfactory as to matter, form and style, and 
the student presenting it will be examined upon it.
