ocean, is the construction of the Ot­
tawa system of canals, already in fact 
initiated by the progress of the Chats 
Canal. I shall advocate the imme­
diate survey of the route, and should 
it prove practicable —as there is every 
reason to believe it will—it must be 
borne in mind that it possesses the 
merit of comparative shortness, and 
that it would in fact be a work of 
Provincial importance, accommoda­
ting its greatest trade, and opening 
up a wide country to settlement. It 
is well that attention has at length 
been turned to the improvement of 
the Ottawa, for while the amount 
hitherto expended by the Province 
in that quarter is insignificant when 
contrasted with the greatness of the 
operations of the manufacturers of 
timber on that river, it is equally so 
when compared with the large sums 
expended by private enterprise in 
rhe improvement of the Ottawa and 
its numerous tributaries.

In this connection, 1 may further 
remark, that it is important that some 
portion of the tide of emigration 
should be turned to the Ottawa Val­
ley; and while I believe that the 
whole system of transmission of im- 
migrants through the Province re­
quires revision, and that more at­
tention should be paid to their health 
and comfort, while on the route of 
inland travel, I think that the steps 
of many, might with profit to them­
selves and advantage to the country, 
be turned in the direction of the 
Ottawa. Amongst the measures 
likely to accomplish this end, may be 
mentioned, a further extension of the 
free grant system to, and the gradual 
survey of the great tract lying be­
tween thia County and Lake Huron, 
and the furnishing of reliable infor­
mation with regard to emigrants, on 
their arrival in Canada.

While thus at some length devel­
oping my views in relation to the 
Ottawa Country, I shall only add in 
conclusion, that, a Canadian by birth 
and sentiment, I shall, whether in a 
private or the public capacity to 
which I aspire, ever consider the ad 
van cement of my country in all her 
inte rests, as a matter of the highest 
imp rtance, demanding the earnest 
co-c peration of all true patriots. I 
shal therefore be found steadily and 
independently supporting all such
